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B UAE is the 4th Globally in Per Capita Wealth

A report issued by the World Bank estimated the per capita
share of the total wealth in the UAE at 3.04 million dirhams
(827.76 thousand dollars); based on the basis of purchasing
power, raking fourth in the world, while Singapore came first
in the list, followed by Switzerland and then the United States
in the second and third places, respectively.

The report "The Changing Wealth of Nations" estimated the
share of non-renewable resources in the total wealth in the
UAE at less than 30%, according to the data that covered the
period from 1995 to 2018.

The UAE ranked 9th in the MENA region in terms of the
share of non-renewable resources (oil and gas) of the GDP,
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which according to the report is less than 20% of GDP. It also
ranked 9th globally in terms of the value of non-renewable
natural resources and the volume of natural resource revenues.
According to the bank's estimates, the UAE is expected to
preserve its oil wealth before its depletion for more than 67
years and about 100 years for its gas wealth. This World
Bank report provides data for a more comprehensive look at
economic growth and sustainability, and concludes that the
share of total global wealth in renewable natural capital is
decreasing.

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B Increase of Trade Balance Surplus in Qatar

The merchandise trade balance of the State of Qatar achieved
asurplus of 199.2% during the month of September compared
to August, and amounted to 19.3 billion riyals ($5.3 billion), a
monthly increase of 12.8 billion riyals, and an annual increase
of more than 100 million riyals.

The report of the Qatari Planning and Statistics Authority
showed an increase in the value of Qatari exports, which
include exports of local origin and re-exports, by 108.9
percent to about 28 billion riyals, on an annual basis, while it
increased by 2.8 percent compared to last August. The value
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B Tunisian Tourism Activity Grew by 7%

The Minister of Tourism and Handicrafts in Tunisia,
Mohamed Moez Belhossein, revealed that the revenues
from tourism activity have improved since the beginning
of the year by 7 percent year on year.

Belhossein pointed out that "a rise in the number of
overnight stays in hotels was recorded by about 19 percent,
while the number of arrivals increased by about 3 percent
compared to last year," noting that "the indicators herald
the return of the sector to its previous activity, especially
after the return of the British, German the Russian markets,
and reviewing Tunisia’s classification regarding the spread
of the epidemic and removing it from the red zone.”
Belhossein confirmed that "Tunisia is reviewing laws to
encourage investment in rural tourism products, or what

of merchandise imports jumped to reach about 8.8 billion
riyals, an increase of about 25.7 percent on an annual basis,
and about 8.5 percent on a monthly basis.

The reasons for the high surplus are due to the increase in
the value of Qatar’s exports of gas, oil and related products,
in addition to the growth of exports as a result of improving
economic conditions and increasing demand for Qatari energy
products, with many countries lifting the restrictions imposed
by the Corona pandemic.
