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Union of Arab Chambers
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I Abdullah Al Mazrouei Discusses Prospects of Economic Cooperation with Algeria

The President of the Union of Arab Chambers, Chairman of
the Abu Dhabi Chamber of Commerce and Industry, Abdullah
Mohamed Al Mazrouei, met the newly appointed Ambassador
of the Republic of Algeria to the UAE Khamisi Arif, and the
accompanying diplomatic delegation, in the presence of the
Director General of the Abu Dhabi Chamber, Mohamed Hilal
Al Muhairi. During the meeting, they discussed ways to enhance
cooperation and trade exchange between the business sector in
the Emirate of Abu Dhabi and its counterpart in Algeria, and
explore prospects for their development in a way that contributes
to promoting areas of joint investment.

At the beginning of the meeting, Al Mazrouei welcomed the
new Algerian ambassador, wishing him success in performing
his duties, in a way that strengthens the close cooperation
relations between the UAE and the sisterly Republic of Algeria.
Al Mazrouei briefed Ambassador Arif about the services of

the Abu Dhabi Chamber and what it provides to its members,
as well as innovative initiatives to support areas of economic
work. Pointing out that the Emirate of Abu Dhabi is a fertile
environment for business creation and growth, and constitutes a
developed investment environment for investors, which makes
it a great incentive for Algerian investments aimed at achieving
economic diversification and diversifying the export markets
available to its products towards Asian markets.

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B The Arab-Brazilian Chamber: An Increase in the Volume of Trade Exchange with the Arab World by 26 percent

Data issued by the Arab-Brazilian Chamber of Commerce
showed that the value of Brazil’s exports to the member
states of the Arab League reached $14.4 billion at the end
of last year, an increase of 26 percent compared to 2020,
at the highest rate since 2013, supported by strong sales of
Raw Iron and Foodstuff.

According to the data, Brazil's total exports of agricultural
products rose 9.5 percent to $8.9 billion. Soybean exports
jumped 97.5 percent to $638 million. The Arab League
countries also bought $1.04 billion worth of corn from
Brazil.
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Chicken sales increased about 22 percent to $2.4 billion.
Iron ore sales also jumped by 173 percent to $3.8 billion
in 2021, making it the most valuable single commodity in
trade with Arab League member states.

Although beef sales fell 5 percent to $920.6 million and
sugar exports by 4 percent to $2.75 billion last year, the
data showed that countries including the UAE, Saudi
Arabia, Bahrain and Egypt are among Brazil's main trading
partners.

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B Jordan: A significant Increase in Passenger Traffic at Queen Alia International Airport

Statistics issued by Airport International Group for annual
passenger traffic for the year 2021 revealed that Queen Alia
International Airport received 4,559,336 passengers, an
increase of 122.3 percent, and a decrease of 48.9 percent
compared to 2020 and 2019, respectively.

With regard to aircraft movement, the airport recorded 92.4
percent more than those achieved during 2020, and 41.6
percent less compared to 2019, when it reached 46,603
movements.

Air freight traffic reached 58,278 tons, recording an increase
of 20.8 percent and a decrease of 43.1 percent compared to
2020 and 2019, respectively. During December, the airport
received 469,954 passengers, aircraft movement reached

4,973 movements, while air cargo movement amounted to
5,245 tons, recording a decrease of 28.8%, 18.8%, and 36.7%,
respectively, compared to the same month in the year 2019.
The CEO of Airport International Group, Nicolas Claude,
confirmed that "the actual total movements recorded in 2021
were as expected, and although some recovery has been
observed this year, the numbers of these movements have not
yet approached the desired levels. However, we still hope that
we and the global air transport sector are on the right track
to restore passenger traffic registered before the pandemic
spread."
