Terms of Capital Managed by Sovereign Wealth Funds
Abu Dhabi ranked among the world's richest
cities in terms of capital managed by sovereign
wealth funds, with $1.7 trillion as of October
2024.
This value includes the assets of Abu Dhabi
sovereign wealth funds such as the Abu Dhabi
Investment Authority, Mubadala, Abu Dhabi
Development Holding Company, Abu Dhabi
Fund for Development, Tawazun, and the
Federal Fund.
The six largest cities account for two-thirds of this wealth, followed
by Abu Dhabi (home to the world's largest sovereign wealth fund),
Beijing, Singapore, Riyadh, and Hong Kong, from which China
manages its second sovereign wealth fund.

World Bank: 18.6 Million Yemenis Suffer from Food

Insecurity
A World Bank report revealed that food
insecurity rates in Yemen have increased
this year, with the number of affected people
exceeding one million more, increasing the
total number to about 18.6 million people |
suffering from this problem. According to the
Bank's report discussing the modernization
of food conditions in Yemen, 2024 saw a 6%
increase in the number of people facing high
levels of acute food insecurity compared to
the previous year.
The World Bank showed that the cost of the food basket has
risen to unprecedented levels as a result of the devaluation of
the currency, the lack of purchasing power, and the high costs
of fuel and agricultural inputs in areas under the control of the
internationally recognized Yemeni government, which made “food
unaffordable for many segments of the population, especially the
most vulnerable.”

The Largest Budget in Algeria's History worth $ 126

Billion
The Algerian government submitted to
Parliament the draft budget law for the year
2025, which is the largest in the history of the
state with a value of $ 126 billion, and mainly
included a reduction in some taxes, an increase
in the state's social spending, measures
to encourage free economic initiatives,
encourage the establishment of economic
activities in the southern and Saharan regions,
and start preparations for the establishment of
free zones with neighboring countries.
The government adopted the 2025 budget, the largest in the history
of the country's budgets, with a total of $ 126 billion, and more
than the budget for the current year 2024, which amounted to the
equivalent of $ 113 billion, transfers and social spending represent
35.3% of this budget, in the context of what the government
considers to enhance the social character of the state.

Passenger Traffic through Morocco's Airports Continues

To Grow
The National Office of Airports (ONDA), the
state company responsible for managing and
operating Morocco's airports, revealed the
results of travel traffic for the period between
January and August, which were eye-catching
with a jump of 18.6% year-on-year.
According to the bureau's data, the country's
airports received more than 21.41 million
passengers in the first eight months of this year.
International air traffic recorded 19.18 million
passengers, while domestic traffic increased by 26.82 percent
year-on-year to more than 2.23 million passengers. Officials view
2024 as the year of returning travel to its pre-pandemic pace and
possibly surpassing 2019 figures.

Larger-Than-Expected Repercussions of Middle East
Tension on Jordan's Economy
The International Monetary Fund (IMF) has warned that the
persistence and expansion of conflict in the region has had a
greater impact on Jordan's economy than expected when a $1.2
billion loan program was approved in January.
These assessments came after a team of IMF staff led by Ron van
Roden visited the capital, Amman, to discuss the 2024 Article [V
consultations and the second review of the program approved by
the IMF's Executive Board on January 10.
The IMF expects Jordan's economy to grow by 2.3 percent this
year, offset by weaker domestic demand with a stronger net export
performance, and expects growth to reach 2.5 percent next year.
In April, The IMF predicted that the country's GDP would grow
this year by about 2.6 percent and three percent in 2025.
