Prime Minister Michel Barnier, aconservative,

The Secretary-General of the Arab Air Carriers e

Regarding the continuation of this record growth in the coming
years, Tuffaha said that this depends on the ability of airports and
companies to develop by replacing their existing fleets, as although
Air Arabia has the youngest fleet in the world in terms of age, the
difficulties faced by the supply chain of the aircraft industry pose
a challenge to its growth, especially with the lack of delivery of
new aircraft.

that the State of Qatar was able to reduce the level of public debt
from nearly 73% of the gross domestic product in 2020 to less than
44% by the end of 2023, as the policies followed contributed to
raising the country's credit rating by international agencies while
maintaining a stable future outlook.
