Qatar's merchandise trade balance surplus,
which represents the difference between total
exports and imports, decreased in September
by 10.7 percent to 17.7 billion riyals ($4.8
billion) year-on-year compared to the same ;
month last year, and by about 2.08 billion |55
riyals, or 10.5 percent, compared to August. ¥,
According to the National Planning Council,
the value of Qatar's total exports, which
include exports of local origin and re-exports,
fell by 5.7 percent to almost 27.6 billion riyals year-on-year, and
by 7.9 percent month-on-month.
On the other hand, the value of merchandise imports during the
month of September increased by 4.9% to reach about 9.9 billion
riyals on an annual basis, a decrease of 2.8%, compared to August.

Inbound Tourism to Egypt Slumps Due to Regional

Egyptian Prime Minister Mostafa Madbouly
revealed that regional and international
geopolitical conditions have had a significant |
impact on Egypt's hard currency resources, |
and have been represented in the decline
in Suez Canal revenues due to threats to AR
navigation in the Red Sea, and the decline in
the number of incoming tourism to Egypt due
to regional tensions, and the ongoing (Israeli)
war in the Gaza Strip.
Madbouly expressed his fear that events in the Middle East will
escalate further, increasing the negative economic repercussions
on the economy, especially with Egypt losing nearly seven billion
dollars in less than a year, of the total annual revenues of the Suez
Canal.

Sudan Approves New Controls to Regulate Foreign Trade-

Import and Export
The Ministry of Commerce and Supply has
issued new export and import controls to
regulate foreign trade. The controls in the
general conditions of export aim that the
commodity is not prohibited from export and
that the company holding the register is not
a national company or holds an investment =
license, or has previously been convicted of
a criminal offense related to the activity of
export or import, or prohibited from export
procedures or a comprehensive banking ban.
The controls showed the importance of presenting a real issued
contract signed by the exporting and importing parties and
documented by the Sudanese embassy or the Chamber of
Commerce in the importer's country, and that the contract is the
document under which all banking and customs procedures take
place, and the authorities related to the activity of the exporter
were prevented from amending any of the contract data except
after referring to the Ministry of Trade and Supply, and bringing
a no-objection certificate from the competent technical authority
for private goods.

Putin: Russia's Economy Will Grow By 3.9% by the End
of the Year
Russian President Vladimir Putin predicted that his country's
economy will rise by 3.9% by the end of the year, noting that this
percentage exceeds the global average.
"By the end of the year, the index (GDP index) is expected to reach
3.9%, which is higher than the global average, and according to
IMF assessments, global GDP growth in 2024 (level) is expected
to reach 3.2%," Putin said during a meeting on economic issues.
Putin explained that Russian industry, including high-tech, is
proceeding at a good level, citing statistics that Russia's industrial
growth during the eight months of this year amounted to 4.5%,
while the manufacturing sector grew by 8.1%, and mechanical
engineering by about 20%.
