period 2-4 February 2025, in S8
Cairo (Egypt International ==
Exhibition Center) - Arab !
Republic of Egypt, where
the conference will be
accompanied by an exhibition
of companies working in
the field of agriculture,
modern agriculture and food
industries.

During the meeting, they
discussed the importance of
establishing a project to link
small agricultural producers
with technology, European
companies, and Arab
investments.

The Secretary-General of
the Union of Arab Chambers &
pointed out that the Arab- [
European Food  Security
Conference, scheduled to be
held next year, comes as a
continuation of the success
of the Egyptian-European
Investment Conference held
during the last period.

During the meeting, it was stressed the need to pay
attention to small Egyptian agricultural producers,
and the desire to increase the volume of Egyptian
agricultural exports and agricultural products to
reach an ambitious figure exceeding $ 20 billion
in the coming years, as well as the integration of 5
million farmers included in Egyptian agricultural
holdings and linking them to the European and Arab
agricultural investment and business community, thus
helping to create more job opportunities for small
producers and help them use modern agricultural
technology related to digitization.

to introduce the latest
innovations in the agricultural
field.

He said that the conference
aims to strengthen Arab and
European cooperation in the
field of food and agricultural
security by highlighting the
opportunities and challenges
faced by Arab countries and
inviting the private sector to
contribute to achieving food
y security through sustainable
investments, innovation,
and global partnerships.
In addition to exchanging
experiences and transferring technology in the fields of
smart agriculture and water management, developing
investment partnerships in the agricultural sector,
and developing human capabilities through training
and scientific exchange, with the aim of achieving
sustainable food security.

The Secretary-General revealed that the conference
will represent a platform for the formulation and
conclusion of several agreements to enhance
integration between the Arab and European public
and private sectors in the fields of agriculture and
food security. Especially since ministers, senior
officials, and businessmen in the field of agriculture
and food security from the Arab and European sides
will participate in the event. As well as the Arab
Chambers, Arab Organizations and Federations, and
the Joint Arab-Foreign Chambers.

u Annual Inflation in Egypt's Cities Rises Marginally To
26.5% in October

Annual inflation in Egypt's cities rose
marginally to 26.5 percent in October, from
26.4 percent in September.
The annual inflation rate for the total republic
was recorded 26.3% for October 2024, @&
compared to 38.5% for the same month of ’
the previous year, according to data from the
Central Bureau of Statistics in Egypt.
Reuters predicted that annual inflation in Egyptian cities will
reach 20.4 percent in 2024-2025, and 11.4 percent in 2025-2026.
Inflation rose to 26.4 percent in September, but well below the
record 38 percent set in September 2023.

11, as concerns about supply disruptions
due to Storm Rafael eased, and after China's
stimulus plan disappointed investors who
had hoped for fuel demand growth in the
world's second-largest oil consumer. West
Texas Intermediate crude futures fell 0.41
cents, or 0.58%, to $69.97 a barrel, while
Brent crude futures fell 36 cents, or 0.49%, to $73.51 a barrel.
The two-benchmark indices fell more than 2% last Friday.

B Russia's Gold Reserves Grow 4% in October

Russia's gold reserves witnessed a record
and remarkable rise during the month of
October to reach $ 207.7 billion.
According to the Russian Central Bank,
"gold reserves reached a new record level
at the end of last month, and rose by 4%,
to reach $ 207.7 billion, compared to last
September at $ 199.8 billion."

Gold is part of Russia's international
reserves, which reached the level of $ 632.7 billion earlier
this month, which are highly liquid assets, including foreign
exchange, gold and special drawing rights. Russia ranks
fifth in the world in reserves of the precious metal, and in the
third quarter of 2018, it topped the world with the growth of
gold reserves, surpassing countries such as China and India.

Bitcoin breaks through the $80,000 barrier for the first

time
The price of the cryptocurrency Bitcoin
jumped 5%, surpassing the $80,000 level for
the first time. It hit $80,166 as the leading
cryptocurrency continued to break records.
The breach of the $80,000 level for the first
time is driven by US President-elect Donald
Trump's adoption of digital assets and the
possibility that Congress will include pro-
cryptocurrency lawmakers.
Trump pledged during his election campaign to put the United
States at the heart of the digital asset industry, including creating
a strategic stock of bitcoin and appointing pro-digital regulators.

Qatar's Foreign Reserves Jump to $69.8 Billion in

October
In October, the Qatar Central Bank's international reserves and
foreign currency liquidity increased by 4.36% to reach 254.16
billion riyals ($69.8 billion), compared to 243.53 billion riyals
in the same month of 2023. Data issued by the Qatar Central
Bank showed that its official reserves increased on an annual
basis, by about 10.43 billion riyals, to reach 195.15 billion
riyals, as a result of the increase in the Central Bank's balances
of bonds and foreign treasury bills by about 2.280 billion riyals,
to the level of 138.47 billion riyals in October 2024.
Gold stocks increased by about 12.56 billion riyals, compared
to October 2023, to 35.73 billion riyals. Balances with foreign
banks fell by about 4.40 billion riyals, to the level of 15.75
billion riyals, on an annual basis.
