Tourism Recovery Boosts Morocco's Foreign Exchange
Reserves

Morocco is heading towards a
record number of tourists this
year, after the first ten months of
the year made a jump of about
a fifth, which supports foreign
exchange reserves, which are
expected to stabilize in the range [
of $ 36 billion. ;
Data from the Ministry of
Tourism, Handicrafts and Social
and Solidarity Economy showed
that the number of tourists who
visited the Kingdom during the
period from January to the end of October reached 14.6
million, an increase of 19% compared to the same period
last year.

The increase in the number of tourists comes as a result of
the increase in foreign visitors by about 1.3 million people,
and expatriates who visited the Kingdom by 1 million
people. The number of tourists exceeded what was achieved
in the whole of 2023, which recorded 14.5 million tourists,
an increase of 34%, compared to 2022, and an increase of
12% over before the Corona pandemic in 2019. Reaching
14.6 million tourists in ten months, thanks to the reception
of about 1.5 million tourists in October alone, an exceptional
increase of 30% compared to the same month last year.

Tunisia's Economy Grows by 1.8% in 3 Months.. Tourism
by 8.6%

Tunisia's economy grew by 1.8%
in the third quarter of 2024 year-
on-year, while the increase in
tourists exceeded 8.6% in 10
months. According to data from
the National Institute of Statistics,
Tunisia's economy grew by 1%
compared to the second quarter |
of this year. Preliminary estimates =—
indicate that economic activity
recorded a growth in the size of
GDP by 1.8%, and according to the
Institute, after the failure of agricultural production during
the past years as a result of difficult climatic conditions,
agricultural activities recorded a significant improvement,
as they grew by 10.6% on an annual basis. Growth in the
industrial sector reached 1.6%, due to the rise of agricultural
and food industries by 3%, chemical industries by 3%, and
mechanical and electrical industries by 2.8%.

Prime Minister Kamal al-Medouri expected the growth
rate of the local economy to reach 1.6% this year, after
the improvement in the performance of the agriculture
and tourism sectors during the second half of this year. He
said that the growth target for 2025 is to achieve a desired
economic recovery, and growth estimates for 2025 include
the growth of the economy by 3.2 percent.

B Stagnation of the Labor Market in Germany

Germany's labor market stagnated in the third quarter of this
year, according to official data, pointing to more bad news
for the struggling economy.

The Federal Statistical Office in Wiesbaden announced
that the number of people employed in Germany from July
to September 2024 was 46.1 million, an increase of only
23,000 employees compared to the second quarter.

After accounting for seasonal impacts, Germany's workforce
fell by 45,000, or 0.1%. There has been no such decline
since the beginning of 2021.

B Qatar's Central Bank Assets Grow by 4 Percent

Qatar  Central Bank's  assets
increased during the month of
October to nearly 4% year-on-year,
compared to the same month of
2023, while it recorded a decline of
2.6% on a monthly basis, compared
to the previous September. The
assets of the Qatar Central Bank at
the end of last month recorded about
305.5 billion riyals, and on an annual
basis, the assets of the Central Bank
increased by about 11.6 billion
riyals from their value in October
2023 of 293.9 billion riyals.

Since the beginning of this year, the Central Bank's assets have
increased from their level at the end of 2023 of 298.5 billion
riyals, by up to 2.4%. In addition, deposits and special drawing
rights decreased by 1.83% to 4.84 billion riyals, and Qatar's
share in the Arab and International Monetary Funds decreased
by 1.82% and 1.84%, respectively, at 334.5 million riyals and
347 million riyals, respectively, while gold reserves increased
monthly by 4.87% at 35.74 billion riyals.

U.S. West Texas Intermediate crude futures rose nine
cents, or 0.1%, to $67.11 a barrel.
Brent and WTI crude prices fell more than 3 percent last
week on weak data from China and after the International
Energy Agency forecast global oil supply would exceed
demand by more than one million barrels per day in 2025
even if cuts from the OPEC+ group remain in place.
