I U.S. Inflation Rises in November to 2.7 Percent

U.S. consumer prices rose the most
in seven months in November,
but that is unlikely to dissuade
the Federal Reserve from cutting
interest rates for a third time next
week on the back of a slowing labor
market.

The U.S. Department of Labor's
Bureau of Labor Statistics revealed
that the consumer price index rose
0.3 percent last month, the biggest
gain since April after rising 0.2
percent for 4 consecutive months.

In the 12 months to November, the
consumer price index rose 2.7 percent, after increasing 2.6
percent in October.

questions on "Siri". When Apple's
system recognizes the question,
the voice assistant asks the user's
permission to access the OpenAl
service.

Apple has introduced privacy
protections so that OpenAl will not
store orders. This integration uses the company's GPT4 model.
The i0S 18.2 version represents a milestone for Apple, as it relies
on Apple Intelligence, the company's set of artificial intelligence
features, to be the focus of the iPhone 16 marketing campaign.

2024 is the Year Of Full Recovery.. One Billion Tourists in

the World's Cities in 9 Months

The latest Global Tourism Barometer, issued by the United
Nations, revealed that one billion tourists traveled in the first
nine months of 2024, to diverse destinations around the world,
accounting for 98 percent of pre-pandemic levels.
The tourism sector is expected to fully recover by the end of
the year, despite existing economic, geopolitical, and climate
challenges. The Middle East, which achieved a 29 percent increase
compared to 2019, continued its record growth during these nine
months, while Europe (up 1%) and Africa (up 6%) also exceeded
2019 levels.
Total arrivals to 60 out of 111 destinations exceeded the figures
achieved in 2019 during the first eight to nine months of 2024.
