B Qatar: International Reserves Grow 4.1 Percent

Qatar Central Bank's international
reserves and foreign  currency
liquidity grew to QAR 254.7 billion
(November 2024), up 4.1 percent
year-on-year. The official reserves of
the Qatar Central Bank grew to reach
195.7 billion riyals in November
2024, up 5.3 percent year-on-year.
This rise was supported by an increase
in balances with foreign banks by 15
percent, to reach $ 5 billion, against
a decline in gold holdings by $ 380
million, to reach $ 9.44 billion. Qatar's

foreign reserves account for 77 percent of the total public debt
and have met the financing needs of the Gulf state's merchandise

imports for more than 25 months.

adecrease of 21 percent, compared to the third quarter of last year,
when it reached 22.6 billion riyals ($ 6 billion).

I Tunisia Tourist Number Exceeds 10 Million

The director of the Tunisian Tourism
Office, Hilmi Hussein, revealed that
the number of tourists who visited
Tunisia in 2024 exceeded for the first
time the barrier of 10 million tourists,
achieving a new record. He explained
that the tourism sector, which is one
of the vital pillars of the Tunisian
economy, achieved a growth of 9%
compared to 2023.

According to the latest statistics as of
December 20, the number of tourists
reached 9 million and 860 thousand.
Tourism revenues reached US$2.3
billion, an increase of 7.8% compared to the same period last year.
The sector's revenues were boosted by foreign currency savings,
with central bank data revealing currency savings of 25 billion
Tunisian dinars ($8 billion), covering the cost of imports for 115
days.

Kuwait Imposes a New Minimum Tax Of 15% on Multinational

Entities

Kuwait's Ministry of Finance has
revealed that a supplementary local
minimum tax, the value of which will
not be less than 15 percent, will be
imposed on the group of multinational
entities operating in the country,
starting next January. The imposition
of this tax stems from the vision of the
State of Kuwait 2035 towards a more
diversified and financially sustainable
economy away from relying on a
single source of income.

The supplementary local minimum
tax is part of the OECD's "two-pillar
solution" project, which obliges large multinational companies to
pay a tax of at least 15 percent on their profits in each country in
which they operate.

The move followed the UAE's imposition of a similar tax on major
multinationals operating in the country starting from January.

B Oil Rises on Chinese Manufacturing Activity Growth

Oil prices rose in early trading on Tuesday after data showed
China's manufacturing activity expanded in December, but oil was
set for a second annual decline amid concerns about demand in
major consumer nations.

Brent crude futures rose 47 cents, or 0.7 percent, to $74.46 a barrel,
while U.S. West Texas Intermediate crude gained 49 cents, or 0.7
percent, to $71.48 a barrel. Brent crude has fallen 3.2 percent for
the year, while U.S. crude has fallen 0.6 percent.

An official factory survey showed China's manufacturing activity
grew for a third straight month in December, albeit at a slower
pace, suggesting fresh stimulus is helping to support the world's
second-largest economy.
