B IMF: Morocco NEeps MORE REFORMS

The International Monetary Fund |
(IMF) has urged Bank Al-Maghrib
(Morocco's central bank) to adopt
an inflation-targeting framework.
He urged the government to further
broaden the tax base to continue its
fiscal reforms and reduce the country's
debt.

According to the IMF, with inflation
returning to around 2 percent, Bank
Al-Maghrib  should continue its
preparations to adopt a framework
aimed at (reducing) inflation. The
IMF urged the Moroccan government
to broaden the tax base and reduce transfers to state-owned
enterprises.

Morocco's economy is expected to grow 3.9 percent this year
compared to 3.2 percent in 2024, as agricultural output recovers
from recent droughts and the non-agricultural sector continues to
expand at a strong pace amid strong domestic demand.

O1L Prices FALL AFTER REPORT ON INCREASE OF U.S. CRUDE

INVENTORIES

Oil prices fell on Wednesday after
a report showed an increase in U.S.
crude inventories while tariff concerns
weighed on sentiment, erasing three-
day price gains driven by rising
tensions in the Middle East and
tightening sanctions.

Brent crude futures fell 36 cents, or
0.47 percent, to $76.64 a barrel, while
U.S. West Texas Intermediate crude
futures fell 37 cents, or 0.5 percent, to
$72.95 a barrel.

The decline ended a three-day winning
streak that saw Brent crude rise 3.6
percent and U.S. crude rise 3.7 percent.

Gold prices fell on Wednesday after
hitting an all-time high in the previous
session, as Federal Reserve Chairman
Jerome Powell's comments leaning
toward monetary tightening reinforced
expectations of a slowdown in interest
rate cuts this year, as investors await
an important report on inflation. Spot
gold fell 0.1 percent to $2,895.38 an
ounce, after climbing to a record high
of $2,942.70 on Tuesday. U.S. gold
futures fell 0.4% to $2,922.40.

Powell said the economy was
generally strong and the central bank was in no hurry to cut interest
rates again, but was ready to take the move if inflation fell or the
labor market weakened.

The ministry noted that the accumulation of oil and gas revenues
ensures the stability of the financial system in the face of
fluctuations in oil and gas revenues.

B SAupi-KeENYAN Business COUNCIL EStABLISHED

The Federation of Saudi Chambers
signed an agreement to establish a
Saudi-Kenyan Business Council to
enhance economic and investment
cooperation between the two countries
in the Kenyan capital, Nairobi.

The agreement was signed on the
sidelines of the visit of the delegation
of the Federation of Saudi Chambers
to Kenya, where it was signed by the
President of the Federation Hassan
Al-Huwaizi and the President of
the Kenya Chamber of Commerce
Eric Ruto. The agreement comes
to enhance the development of trade relations between the two
countries, as the volume of trade exchange is $ 1.6 billion during
2022, with Saudi exports accounting for 91 percent, compared to 9
percent for Kenyan imports.

Kenyan Minister of Trade and Industry Musa Kyari has proposed
a plan that includes 23 axes to strengthen and develop economic
relations with the Kingdom, including the establishment of a joint
business council.

UAE RANKED FIRst REGIONALLY AND 23RD GLOBALLY IN

TRANSPARENCY AND ANTI-CORRUPTION

The UAE topped the Middle East
and North Africa region and ranked
23rd globally on the Corruption
Perceptions Index 2024 issued by
Transparency International, to be
among the most transparent and fair
countries in the world, with 68 points
on the General Anti-Corruption Index.
The UAE has outperformed countries
such as Austria, France, Taiwan, the
Bahamas, and the United States. The
UAE still has the highest score in the
Middle East, while its government has
taken steps to increase efficiency in
public administration.

According to the report, global levels of corruption remain
alarmingly high, with efforts to curb them faltering. The report
reveals serious levels of corruption around the world, with more
than two-thirds of countries scoring below 50 out of 100, and
the global average remaining unchanged at 43, highlighting the
need for urgent action against corruption and warning of a critical
global obstacle to successful climate action.

I UN: Gaza RECONStRUCTION REQUIRES MORE THAN $53 BILLION

A UN report shows that the
reconstruction of the Gaza Strip
requires more than $53 billion,
including more than $20 billion, which
will be required over the next three
years. UN Secretary-General Anténio
Guterres revealed that "the amounts
necessary for the recovery and
reconstruction in the short, medium
and long term in the Gaza Strip are
estimated at $ 53.142 billion. Within
this amount, short-term funding for
the first three years is estimated at
$20.568 billion."

With more than 60 percent of housing destroyed since October
2023, the housing sector will require about 30 percent of
reconstruction needs, or $15.2 billion. This is followed by trade
and industry ($6.9 billion), health ($6.9 billion), agriculture ($4.2
billion), social protection ($4.2 billion), transport ($2.9 billion),
water and sanitation ($2.7 billion), and education ($2.6 billion).

KEEPING PACE WITH GLOBAL OI1L DEMAND REQUIRES $17.5

TRILLION IN INVEStMENTS

The Organization of the Petroleum
Exporting Countries (OPEC) has
revealed that keeping pace with global
demand for crude oil in the next
two decades requires huge annual
investments, despite repeated calls for
the sector to make greater efforts to
reduce greenhouse gas emissions.
OPEC Secretary-General Haitham Al-
Ghais explained that investment needs
remain large to meet the expected
growth in oil demand, as the total
cumulative investment requirements
between 2024 and 2050 are estimated
at about $ 17.4 trillion at a rate of $ 640 billion annually.

The total investment needs in this sector are estimated at $14.2
trillion, and about $525 billion annually. Investment needs in
manufacturing and refining are expected to reach $1.9 trillion, and
the transportation and storage sector about $1.3 trillion during the
same period.
