Gold prices rose on Thursday after
U.S. auto tariffs exacerbated global
trade tension, ahead of the April 2
deadline for the United States to apply
counter-tariffs.

Spot gold rose 0.5 percent to $3,033.20
an ounce. U.S. gold futures rose 0.6
percent to $3,039.

U.S. President Donald Trump
has approved 25 percent tariffs
on imported cars and light trucks,

widening the scope of the global trade war.

B EcypriaN CABINET APPROVES 2025-2026 BUDGET

The Egyptian Cabinet approved the
draft budget for the new fiscal year
2025-2026, and referred it to the
House of Representatives.

Revenues in the new budget are
estimated at 3.1 trillion pounds ($61

billion) at an annual growth rate of &

19 percent, and expenses reach 4.6
trillion pounds ($91.1 billion), up 18
percent, with an expected deficit of 1.5
trillion pounds ($29.6 billion).

Ministry of Planning, the growth rate
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the second quarter of the fiscal year 2024-2025, compared to a rate
of 2.3 percent in the corresponding quarter of the previous fiscal

year 2023-2024.

I RenNewABLE ENERGY RECORDS RECORD GROWTH

Global renewable energy production
capacity has recorded unprecedented
growth over the past year, but
progress remains short of expectations
to meet the 2030 target, according to a
report by the International Renewable
Energy Agency (IRENA).

Renewables accounted for 92.5
percent of new energy production
capacity in 2024, equivalent to
585 gigawatts, representing an
unprecedented increase of 15.1
percent, bringing the total renewable
energy production capacity to 4,448

gigawatts. However, progress still falls short of the 11.2 terawatts
needed to meet Paris climate agreement pledges and the global
target of tripling renewable capacity by 2030, requiring an annual

growth rate of 16.6 percent.

CENTRAL BANK OF TUNISIA CUTS INTERESt RATES TO STIMULATE

INVEStMENT AND BoOst GROWTH

Tunisia's central bank cut its key
interest rate by 50 basis points to
7.5 percent to stimulate investment
and boost growth, in the first cut in
borrowing costs in five years. The
central bank cut borrowing costs by
50 basis points in September 2020
after cutting them by 100 basis points
in March of the year following the
outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic.
Tunisia's inflation rate eased to 5.7
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percent in February from 6 percent in
January and 6.2 percent in December,
reaching the lowest level since 2021. The government expects
average inflation to fall from 6.2 percent this year from 7 percent
in 2024.

O1L Prices RiSE As CONCERNS OVER U.S. SupPLIES AND TARiffs

Mount

Oil prices rose slightly on Thursday on
fears of tight global supply after U.S.
threats to impose tariffs on buyers of
Venezuelan oil and previous sanctions
on buyers of Iranian oil. Traders are
assessing the impact of US President
Donald Trump's tariffs on cars.

Brent crude futures rose nine cents, or
0.12 percent, to $73.87 a barrel. U.S.

West Texas Intermediate crude futures
rose 10 cents, or 0.1 percent, to $69.75
a barrel.

Prices rose about 1 percent on Wednesday on the back of
government data showing a drop in U.S. crude and fuel inventories
last week and a U.S. threat to impose tariffs on countries that buy
Venezuelan oil.

B 12 NEw FOREIGN INVEStMENTS ENTERED KUWAIT IN 2024
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Figures from the Arab Investment and
Export Credit Guarantee Corporation
(Daman) showed a decline in foreign
direct investment projects in Arab
countries in 2024 by about 0.4 percent
to reach 2,106 projects. Its investment
cost also fell by 41 percent to about
113 billion dollars, and the number
of jobs by 9 percent to about 181,000
compared to 2023.

According to the institution, the
number of direct investment projects
imported to the UAE was the highest in the Gulf with 1,322
projects worth $ 14.52 billion. Saudi Arabia followed the Gulf
with 330 projects worth 21.91 billion. Qatar ranked third with 118
projects costing 2.18 billion, followed by Bahrain and Oman with
24 projects costing 962 million and 982 million, respectively. The
number of foreign direct investment projects in Kuwait reached 12
projects at a cost of $ 137 million.
