US President Donald Trump approved
a series of new tariffs targeting 180
countries and regions around the
world, as part of protecting the US
economy and holding countries
that treat the United States unfairly
accountable.

Trump confirmed in his remarks that
the tariffs will include imposing 34
percent on China, 24 percent on Japan,
31 percent on Switzerland, 46 percent
on Vietnam, 32 percent on Taiwan,
26 percent on India, 50 percent on
Lesotho, while the European Union will impose 20 percent tariffs,
while the lowest rate of tariffs will be for Britain at 10 percent.
The fees also included 30 percent on Algeria, Oman 10 percent,
Uruguay 10 percent, Bahamas 10 percent, Ukraine 10 percent,
Bahrain 10 percent, Qatar 10 percent. Mauritius, 40 percent,
Fiji Islands 32 percent, Iceland 10 percent, Kenya 10 percent,
Liechtenstein 37 percent, Guyana 38 percent, Haiti 10 percent,
Bosnia and Herzegovina 35 percent, Nigeria 14 percent, Namibia
21 percent, Brunei 24 percent, Bolivia 10 percent, Panama 10
percent, Venezuela 15 percent, North Macedonia 33 percent, and
Ethiopia 10 percent.

CHINA DEMANDS IMMEDIATE REMOVAL OF TARIffS, Vows 10O

RETALIATE
China has demanded that the
United States immediately remove
its latest tariffs and vowed to take
countermeasures to  protect  its
interests, following US President
Donald Trump's announcement of
comprehensive tariffs on all U.S.
trading partners around the world.
China's Ministry of Commerce
warned that the U.S. move ignores the
balance of interests reached through
multilateral trade negotiations over
the years, and overlooks the fact that it benefits greatly from
international trade. China will take countermeasures to protect its
rights and interests, she warned.
Trump passed 34 percent tariffs on China in addition to the 20
percent he imposed earlier this year, bringing the total new tariffs
to 54 percent and close to the 60 percent, he threatened during his
election campaign.

On an annual basis, gold settled at
1,624 million riyals, unchanged from
February 2024.

of 6.90 percent.

Deposits with banks abroad decreased 4.51 percent to 329,650
million riyals compared to 345,217 million riyals in February

The UAE ranked first globally for the
fourth consecutive year in the Global
Entrepreneurship Monitor ~ Report
2024/2025.

The report ranked the UAE as the
best place for entrepreneurship and
small and medium-sized enterprises
(SMEs) among the 56 economies
covered this year. It ranked first
(among the high-income countries)
in 11 of the 13 key indicators,
based on expert assessments of the
institutional frameworks that support
the entrepreneurship environment.
The frameworks in which the UAE excelled globally included:
financing entrepreneurial projects, ease of access to financing,
government policies that support entrepreneurship, government
policies related to taxes and bureaucracy, government
entrepreneurship programs, the integration of entrepreneurship
into school and post-school education, the transfer of research and
development results, commercial and professional infrastructure,
ease of market entry in terms of burdens and regulations, and
social and cultural standards for entrepreneurship.

I OMAN's CREDITWORTHINESS REAPS GAINS IN FiscAL DISCIPLINE

Standard & Poor's has given Oman a negative BBB rating with
a stable outlook. The Agency's latest report on Oman's economy
was dominated by positive ratings, driven by a strong financial
position, oil and gas exports, and improved several key indicators.
Which helps him complete the ambitious reform program.

The agency attributed the rating to continued improvement in
budget performance and enhanced financial resilience, as well as
ongoing government efforts to reduce public debt and corporate
governance. She pointed out that the Sultanate of Oman has made
remarkable progress over the past years in addressing the structural
challenges it faced, including the large deficit in the state's general
budget and balance of payments.

The agency expects real GDP growth to improve to an average of
about 2 percent per year between 2025 and 2028, after achieving
stable growth of between 1.2 percent and 1.3 percent in 2023 and
2024.
