I Trump Tariffs BEGIN TO APPLY TO MORE THAN 60 COUNTRIES

The additional tariffs on US imports
announced by President Donald
Trump came into effect with China
being specifically targeted, with the
new additional tariffs affecting about
60 US trading partners ranging from
11 percent to 50 percent, with the
exception of China, whose products
are now subject to a 104 percent tax.

Comprehensive duties of at least 10
percent on imports from most of the
United States' trading partners entered
into force on 5-4-2025, and the

highest duties related to the trade deficit entered into force today,

Wednesday 9-4-2025, on more than 60 countries.

The U.S. government calculated tariffs for each country based
on factors including trade deficits, subsidies, and exchange rate

control.

Oil prices fell to their lowest in
more than four years in early trade
on Wednesday, weighed down by
demand concerns, as the escalating
trade war between the United States
and China, the world's two largest
economies, ignited anxiety in markets,
amid expectations of increased
supplies.

Brent crude futures fell $2.13, or 3.39
percent, to $60.69 a barrel. U.S. West
Texas Intermediate crude futures fell
$2.36, or 3.96 percent, to $57.22 a
barrel.

Brent crude hit its lowest level since March 2021, while West
Texas Intermediate crude reached its lowest level since February

of the same year.

Gold prices settled above the $3,000
an ounce level on Wednesday after
rising about 1 percent, with U.S. trade
tariffs taking effect, the dollar falling
and escalating trade tensions between
the world's two largest economies,
boosting demand for safe-haven
assets.

Spot gold rose 0.94 percent to $3,011.2
an ounce. U.S. gold futures rose 1.18
percent to $3,025.50.

Apple fell to second place due to a
23 percent drop in its shares, making
Microsoft the world's most valuable
public company. Microsoft was worth
$2.64 trillion, while Apple's market
capitalization was $2.59 trillion.

The market is being hit hard by
President Donald Trump's sweeping
tariff plan, and Apple is the hardest
hit among big tech companies due to
the iPhone maker's reliance on China.
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Saudi Arabia's official reserve assets
rose by the end of March after falling
for 3 consecutive months, hitting a
6-month high, but declining slightly
year-on-year.

The value of the kingdom's official
reserve assets rose 4.9 percent by
the end of March compared to the
previous month, increasing by 79.88

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I GerMANY ExPECTS LONG-TERM CONTRACTION IN 2025

German Finance Minister Jorg Kukez
predicted that Germany will enter
a prolonged economic downturn in
2025. He warned that escalating trade
tensions represent a real threat to
the global economy and portend an
undoubted economic recession.

The German finance minister
suggested that the EU negotiate from
the principle of "zero tariffs" with
America, noting that the importance of
sending positive signals to Washington
that we are ready to negotiate tariffs.
For his part, German Economy
Minister Robert Habeck warned that we need a strong response
to Trump's tariffs, stressing the importance of a unified European
position. "We have time to reach a negotiated agreement."
Germany stands out as the most affected European country, due
to its large trade surplus with the United States, which amounted
to 92 billion euros in 2024, as the German automotive sector faces
additional pressure in light of its declining position in the Chinese
market and the challenges associated with the shift towards electric
cars.

B Morocco ANNOUNCES Discovery OF HUGE TIN RESERVES

The Moroccan government has unveiled a huge proven reserve of
more than 39 million tons of tin raw material at the Achmash mine
near Meknes, making it among the largest untapped deposits of
this mineral in the world.

Tin is mainly used in the electronic and mechanical industries, in
addition to its entry into the food industry "metal packaging”, the
manufacture of high-performance alloys such as bronze, as well as
its role in the manufacture of flat glass.

Geological and technical data show that the Australian company
relied on advanced exploration techniques, including geochemical
survey and diamond drilling, which allowed the expansion of
drilling to new areas, especially in Sidi Adi, where 18 deep drilling
operations were carried out that revealed promising extensions of
mineral deposits.
