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Gold prices continued their record
high on Tuesday, driven by concerns
stemming from US President Donald
Trump's criticism of Federal Reserve
Chairman Jerome Powell, which
dampened risk appetite and pushed
investors toward gold as a safe haven.
Spot gold rose 1.7 percent to $3,482.67
per ounce, after touching a record high
of $3,494.66 per ounce earlier in the
session. US gold futures rose 2 percent
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The dollar fell on Tuesday,
approaching its lowest level in three
years, as investor confidence in the US
economy further deteriorated due to
President Donald Trump's continued
attacks on the chairman of the Federal
Reserve.

The US currency fell to near a 10-
year low against the Swiss franc and
hovered near a 3.5-year low against
the euro.

Meanwhile,
the region's markets will face further pressure from Chinese goods
previously destined for the United States, potentially increasing
Chinese imports by about 6 percent this year.
