I IMF Curs GLoBAL GROWTH FORECASt To 2.8 PERCENT

The International Monetary Fund
(IMF) has warned about the state
of the global economy, as pressure
mounts from escalating trade tensions
and continued political uncertainty,
which has led to a downward revision
to short- and long-term economic
growth forecasts.

The International Monetary Fund
cut its forecast for global economic
growth from 3.3 percent in 2024 to 2.8
percent in 2025, before recovering to 3
percent in 2026.

The IMF revealed its forecast for the
growth of the US economy during 2025, down by 0.9 percent to
1.8 percent, the Chinese economy by 0.6 percent to 4 percent, and
the euro area by about 0.2 percent to record 0.8 percent.

Economy

The International Monetary Fund
raised its forecast for the growth of the
Egyptian economy during the current
and next fiscal years by 0.2 percent
to reach 3.8 percent and 4.3 percent,
respectively, compared to 3.6 percent
and 4.1 percent in the January forecast.
The IMF's forecast is similar to
the government's expectations of 4
percent growth in the current fiscal
year and 4.5 percent in the next fiscal
year, supported by investments, the
recovery in consumption and the
tourism sector, and the hoped-for
increase in Suez Canal revenues.

The preliminary indicators of the "Central Bank" in the statement
of the Monetary Policy Committee showed that the economy grew
at a faster pace than 4.3 percent in the third quarter of the current
fiscal year.

I Morocco's ANNUAL INflaTION SLows To 1.6%

The High Commission for Planning
in Morocco revealed that the annual
inflation rate in the country, according
to the consumer price index, fell to
1.6 percent in March, compared to 2.6
percent in February.

Food price inflation fell significantly,
reaching 2.2 percent in March
compared to 4.6 percent in the previous

month. Non-food price inflation
remained stable at 1.1 percent.

Core inflation, which excludes goods
with sharp volatility, rose 0.5 percent month-on-month and 1.5
percent year-on-year.

The International Monetary Fund
(IMF) expects the UAE's economy
to maintain one of the highest
growth rates globally, while lowering
its global growth forecast by 0.5
percentage points to 2.8 percent for
2025, and by 0.3 percentage point to
3 percent, compared to its forecast in
January, where growth is estimated to
reach 3.3 percent in both years.

The International Monetary Fund fixed
its forecast for the UAE's economic
growth at 4 percent in 2025, matching
the expected growth of the Chinese
economy, which it cut to 4 percent from 4.6 percent. India's
forecast for India's economy was the world's highest at 6.2 percent,
although it lowered it from its previous forecast of 6.5 percent.

Brent crude futures rose 61 cents, or 0.9 percent, to $68.05 a barrel,
while U.S. West Texas Intermediate crude was at $64.27 a barrel,
up 60 cents, or 0.94 percent.
