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Egypt's commercial banks' net foreign
assets recorded a surplus of $2.5
billion, compared to a deficit of $1.9
billion in February, for the first time

since July 2024.

Net foreign assets of the banking
sector, including the Central Bank,
rose to $15.04 billion, compared to
$10.2 billion, a growth of 47.5 percent,
supported by the rise in net assets. The
Central Bank of Egypt's net foreign
assets rose by approximately $411
million in March, reaching $12.5
billion. Last March witnessed a
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significant influx of foreign investments in local government debt,

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Morocco's net inflow of foreign direct
investment rose to 9.16 billion dirhams
during the first quarter of this year, a
growth of 63.6 percent compared to
the same period in 2024.

According to data from the Moroccan
Office des Changes, foreign direct
investment revenues in Morocco
increased by 24.6 percent during the
first quarter of 2025 to exceed 12.9
billion dirhams, while expenditures
fell by 20.8 percent to 3.81 billion
dirhams..

Morocco's  net direct investment

outflow fell 59.5 percent to 388 million dirhams. Its revenues fell
14.8 per cent to Dh3.87 billion and expenses by 22.6 percent to

Dh 4.26 billion.

[l OuL FALLS 3% AFTER OPEC+ ANNOUNCES INTENTION TO
ACCELERATE PRODUCTION

Oil prices fell again on Monday by more than 3 percent, affected
by the announcement of OPEC+ to accelerate production for the
month of June, while prices are witnessing a decline.
In morning trading in Asia, a barrel of U.S. West Texas Intermediate
crude fell 3.8 percent to $56.08, while North Sea Brent crude lost
3.5 percent to $59.17.
Eight OPEC plus countries announced a significant increase in
oil production for June, under which Saudi Arabia, Russia and
six other countries in the alliance will produce an additional
411,000 barrels per day in June, as the level in May, according to
a statement from OPEC Plus, while the basic plan was to increase
by 137,000 barrels per day.
