GoLp Prices FALL MORE THAN 1% AFTER RISING TO THE

Spot gold fell 2 percent to $3,361.57
an ounce, a day after climbing to a two-
week high, supported by purchases
from China after a long holiday and
concerns about possible U.S. tariffs
on drug imports, while investors
await the outcome of the U.S. Federal
Reserve meeting.

U.S. gold futures rose 3 percent to
$3,422.8 at settlement. Safe-haven
gold has hit several unprecedented
highs this year amid market tension
over tariffs. Attention is turning to
the Fed's interest rate decision and
Chairman Jerome Powell's comments seeking clues about the
course of monetary policy.

B CaNADA'S TRADE DEficIT SHRINKS, BEATING EXPECTATIONS

Canada's trade deficit narrowed to
C$506 million (about $366.34 million)
in March, beating expectations as
imports fell faster than exports.
Imports of goods fell 1.5 percent
in March, as imports from the
United States fell 2.9 percent after
Canada imposed retaliatory tariffs in
response to President Donald Trump's
imposition of 25 percent tariffs on
Canadian steel and aluminum. Exports
to the United States fell 6.6 percent,
but the decline was partially offset
by an increase in exports to the rest of the world, according to
Statistics Canada.

I U.S. TraDE DEficit WIDENS TO RECORD HIGH

The U.S. trade deficit widened to a
record high in March, jumping 14
percent to $140.5 billion, compared
to $123.2 billion in February after the
adjustment.

Reuters had expected the trade deficit
to widen to $137 billion, compared to
$122.7 billion in February.

U.S. President Donald Trump's tariffs,
including a 145 percent hike in tariffs
on Chinese imports, have caused
companies to ramp up imports of
goods to avoid additional costs.

levels recorded in April are the highest
in decades.
Egypt's monetary reserves consist of 7
the state's gold reserves, Suez Canal
revenues, Egyptian export earnings,
and remittances from Egyptians
working abroad.

Egypt's foreign exchange reserves increased during the month of
March to record $ 47.757 billion, compared to $ 47.394 billion in
February 2025.

B GroBaL DEBT EXCEEDED $324 TRILLION

A report issued by the Institute of International Finance showed
that global debt increased by about $ 7.5 trillion in the first three
months of this year, reaching an unprecedented high level of more
than $ 324 trillion.

China, France, and Germany were the biggest contributors to the
global debt increase, while debt levels fell in Canada, the United
Arab Emirates, and Turkey.

In its report on the World Debt Monitor, the institute indicated
that the sharp decline in the value of the US dollar against the
currencies of major trading partners contributed to the increase in
the value of debt in dollars, but the rise in the first quarter was
more than four times the average quarterly increase of $ 1.7 trillion
monitored since the end of 2022.
