"The Importance of Using
Blockchain  Technology in
Trade Facilitation".

Experts and specialists from
different sectors participated
in the workshop to discuss the
potential of this technology
i developing trade and
enhancing transparency and
sustainability in the Arab
region.

The representative of the
Union of Arab Chambers,
Dr. Najoua Zhar, presented
the Union's vision on how
to use blockchain to achieve
the sustainable development
goals. She stressed the
importance  of  adopting
blockchain technology to
promote intra-Arab  trade
and facilitate customs procedures, which contributes to regional
economic integration.

Union of Arab Chambers announced that it will continue to work
with all concerned parties in order to harness the potential of
blockchain technology to serve the sustainable development goals
in the Arab region and build a more prosperous, inclusive and
sustainable trading future.

At the end of the workshop, a set of recommendations were
issued, where the importance of close partnership between the
public and private sectors was emphasized, and the need for
governments to develop regulatory and legislative policies that
support the widespread adoption of blockchain technologaf. The
need for capacity building and training for companies and trade
professionals to enable them to make the most of this technology
was stressed.

“Moobpy's” Cuts GLoBAL EconoMic GROWTH FORECASt

Ratings agency Moody's has sharply
lowered its global growth forecast as
a result of tariff increases on countries
and higher sectoral tariffs on products
such as steel and aluminum. Moody's
warned that tariffs would negatively
impact global trade and investment
decisions, with significant negative
consequences for the growth of most
G20 economies.

The agency cut its global economic
growth forecast to 1.9 percent in 2025
and 2.3 percent in 2026. Moody's
expects the tariffs to lower U.S.
growth by at least 1 percent and significantly raise prices for U.S.
consumers and businesses. Moody's has also significantly lowered
its growth estimates in a number of G20 economies, including
Canada, Mexico, Germany, France, Italy, the United Kingdom,
Australia, Korea, Japan, India, Indonesia and South Africa.

Morocco Has ReCEIVED 5.7 MILLION TOURIStS SINCE THE
BEGINNING OF 2025

The Moroccan Ministry of Tourism revealed that the number of
foreign tourists who visited the country between January and April
2025 reached about 5.7 million. According to the ministry, this
figure represents an increase of 23 percent compared to the first 4
months of 2024.

Morocco recorded an additional one million tourists during this
period, and these results naturally place the country among the
most dynamic tourist destinations in the world, according to the
Ministry of Tourism.

Tourism is the second source of foreign exchange in Morocco
in 2024, after remittances from Moroccan expatriates abroad. In
2024, Morocco succeeded in attracting 17.4 million tourists, an
increase of 20 percent compared to 2023, making the Kingdom the
top tourist destination in Africa last year.
