B ForeiGN INVEStMENT IN TUNISIA GROWS BY 26 PERCENT

Foreign investment in Tunisia grew
by 26 percent during the first quarter
of this year, driven by increased direct
investment in the manufacturing
sector. Figures released by the Foreign
Investment  Promotion  Agency
(Agence Fédération Internationale
de Promotion de I'Investissement
Foreigne, AFI) showed that Tunisia
achieved foreign investments worth
approximately 731 million dinars
($231 million) during the first three
months of 2025, compared to 597.5
million dinars during the same period
last year, an increase of 26 percent.
The same data showed that foreign direct investment in the
manufacturing sector led the investment growth, accounting for
45 percent of investments, compared to 39 percent in the energy
sector and 15 percent in the services sector. Foreign investment in
the agricultural sector did not exceed 1 percent.

I INflATION IN SAUDI ARABIA STABILIZES AT 2.3 PERCENT

The inflation rate in Saudi Arabia
stabilized at 2.3 percent in April,
compared to April 2024, marking the
second consecutive month of steady
growth.

According to data from the General
Authority for Statistics in Saudi
Arabia, the 2.3 percent increase in
inflation last month was primarily
due to a 6.8 percent rise in housing,
water, electricity, gas, and fuel
prices; a 2.2 percent rise in food and
beverage prices; and a 3.5 percent rise
in miscellaneous goods and personal
services prices. Meanwhile, transportation prices declined by 1.0
percent.

Brent crude futures fell $1.49, or 2.3
percent, to $64.60 a barrel. US West
Texas Intermediate (WTI) crude
futures fell $1.46, or 2.3 percent, to
$61.69. Both crudes fell by about 0.8
percent on Wednesday.

New data from the Mastercard Institute
for Economics reveals some surprises
on the global travel map for summer
2025. Asian cities dominate the list
of fastest-growing destinations, while
Egypt boasts a notable presence with
two coastal cities among the top 15
emerging summer destinations.

The Japanese capital, Tokyo, topped
the list of fastest-growing destinations
in flight bookings for summer 2025,
followed by Osaka. Of the 15 emerging
summer destinations, eight were
Asian, including Shanghai, Beijing,

Seoul, and Singapore, in addition to Nha Trang in Vietnam and
Fukuoka in Japan. Paris, which ranked third, saw a relative decline
in demand due to its hosting of the 2024 Summer Olympics,
prompting some travelers to avoid crowds and high prices.

Gold prices rose slightly on Thursday,
as investors took advantage of lower
prices after the yellow metal hit a one-
month low in the previous session,
while market participants awaited US
Producer Price Index data for a clearer
view of the economic outlook.

Spot gold rose 0.2 percent to
$3,183.20 per ounce. US gold futures
fell 0.1 percent to $3,185.60. In the

previous session, spot gold fell to its lowest level since April 10
after Washington and Beijing agreed to significantly reduce tariffs
and institute a 90-day temporary suspension, easing a potentially
damaging trade war between the world's two largest economies.
