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ARAB-GERMAN CHAMBER HoLps EXEcUTIVE OfficE AND BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETINGS IN BERLIN: EUROPE AND GERMANY CAN

BENEfiT FROM THE CURRENT SITUATION AND EStABLISH CLOSE PARTNERSHIPS WITH THE ARAB WORLD

On 19-5-2025, the meetings of the Executive Office and the
Board of Directors of the Arab-German Chamber were held in the
German capital, Berlin, under the chairmanship of the President
of the Chamber Frank-Walter Steinmeier, and in the presence
of the Secretary-General of the Union of Arab Chambers, Dr.
Khaled Hanafy, and members from the Arab and German sides,
led by the President of the Jordan Chamber of Commerce Khalil
Haj Tawfiq, the President of the Bahrain Chamber of Commerce
and Industry Samir Abdullah Nass, the President of the Qatar
Chamber Sheikh Khalifa bin Jassim Al Thani, the Council of
Arab Ambassadors accredited to Germany, and the Secretary-
General of the Arab-German Chamber Abdul Aziz Al-Mikhlafi.
During the meetings, they discussed ways to strengthen
bilateral relations in light of the current changes in the global
economy. During the meeting, the minutes of the joint meeting
of the Executive Bureau and the Board of Directors held in
September 2024 were also approved, in addition to reviewing
the Chairman's report and the report of the Secretary-General.
They also reviewed the financial conditions of the Arab-German
Chamber of Commerce and Industry, and discussed the final
account for the past year 2024. In addition to approving the draft
budget of the Chamber for the year 2026 to be presented to the
General Assembly, in addition to reviewing the activities of the
Chamber for the years 2025-2026.

The Secretary-General of the Union of Arab Chambers, Dr.
Khaled Hanafy, praised the work of the chambers and their
activities and achievements, especially in light of the radical
changes in the global economy as a result of the ongoing global
trade war.

He pointed to the importance of Europe, especially Germany,
taking advantage of the current situation in order to establish
close partnerships with the Arab world, by promoting joint
investments and not limiting them to traditional trade based on
import and export, in order to transfer the advanced technology it
possesses to Arab markets, thus promoting feasible investment in
the sectors needed by the Arab economy. He called for benefiting
from efficient human resources in the Arab world to help them
fill the gap of trained labor in Europe in general and Germany in
particular.

For his part, the President of the Jordan Chamber of Commerce,
Khalil Haj Tawfiq, revealed the approval of the Executive Office
of the Arab-German Chamber of Commerce and Industry and its
Board of Directors to hold a meeting in the Hashemite Kingdom
of Jordan, in response to the invitation made by the Jordan
Chamber of Commerce. He noted that the Chamber's invitation

was accepted and welcomed by members of the Executive
Office, especially that His Majesty King Abdullah met with
German business owners and companies during his recent visit
to Berlin, inviting them to visit the Kingdom and learn about
investment opportunities there. Haj Tawfiq pointed out that the
Arab-German Chamber will coordinate with Jordan Trade to
agree on the exact date and all other details, describing this as
an important achievement for the Kingdom as it will be the first
meeting of the Executive Office outside Germany. He pointed
out that the meeting will be accompanied by the organization
of an Arab-German business forum, which constitutes a strong
opportunity for Jordan to present investment opportunities
to Arab and German investors. In addition to reviewing the
opportunities available in many commercial and service sectors,
especially religious and historical tourism.

Haj Tawfiq said that the forum will focus on reconstruction
projects in the region, especially in Syria, Iraq and Lebanon,
which enables Jordan to be a center and headquarters for
German companies in this regard, in addition to strengthening
Arab-German relations through the establishment of trade and
investment partnerships.

For his part, the Chairman of the Bahrain Chamber of Commerce
and Industry, Samir Abdullah Nass, revealed that the volume of
Arab-German trade exchange in the past two years amounted
to $ 69 billion, of which Bahrain's share is $ 656 million. He
pointed out that there are promising opportunities to deepen
Bahraini-German investment despite the increasing challenges
in the global financial markets.

The President of the Chamber called for building technical
and investment partnerships to promote the interests of the
Arab economy and achieve sustainable development. He
considered that Bahrain is an attractive investment environment
and a strategic station for the Gulf countries in cooperation
with Germany. He pointed to the plowing to build qualitative
partnerships in the fields of technology and industry to promote
sustainable development.

The Secretary-General of the Arab-German Chamber, Abdulaziz
Al-Mikhlafi, stressed that the Chamber exercises its purely
economic role, focusing its efforts on enhancing trade and
investment cooperation, stressing the Chamber's commitment to
work with all partners and stakeholders in order to achieve the
interests of the common economy and enhance opportunities for
growth and sustainable development.

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KHALIL HAJ Tawfik MEETS WITH EGYPTIAN MINIStER OF INVEStMENT AND FOREIGN TRADE HASSAN KHATIB: THE NEED TO REMOVE

REStRICTIONS AND ELEVATE RELATIONS TO THE LEVEL OF StRATEGIC PARTNERSHIP

The President of the Jordan Chamber of Commerce, Al-Ain
Khalil Haj Tawfiq, discussed with His Excellency the Egyptian
Minister of Investment and Foreign Trade, Engineer Hassan
Al-Khatib, on the sidelines of the twenty-eighth Arab-German
Economic Forum, which was held in the German capital Berlin
on 20/21-5-2025, and in the presence of the Secretary-General
of the Union of Arab Chambers, Dr. Khaled Hanafi, and the
Vice President of the General Federation of Egyptian Chambers
of Commerce, Muhammad Al-Masri, on ways to enhance
economic, trade and investment relations between Jordan and
Egypt and raise them to the level of partnership, in light of what
the two countries enjoy of great potential and strong and well-
established historical relations.

President Khalil Haj Tawfik affirmed the desire of the
commercial sector to develop its bilateral relations with his
Egyptian counterpart to levels reflected in the two countries'
trade exchanges. Stressing the need to remove any restrictions
that hinder the movement of goods in both directions.

He stressed the need to implement the directives of the
leaderships of the two countries, represented by His Excellency
the President of the Arab Republic of Egypt, President Abdel
Fattah Al-Sisi, and King Abdullah II of Jordan, to enhance
economic cooperation between the two countries.

He pointed out that the Jordan Chamber of Commerce will
coordinate with the General Federation of Egyptian Chambers
of Commerce to hold a meeting that brings together the business
community in the two countries, suggesting that it be at the
earliest opportunity. He also stressed the need to activate the
meetings of the Jordanian-Egyptian Joint Committee to enhance
trade and investment relations for the benefit of the two countries.

The President of the Jordan Chamber of Commerce stressed
the need to strengthen joint Arab action in all sectors, the most
important of which is the commercial and economic sector. He
called on all Arab countries to work together in order to invest
Arab funds in the Arab country and not outside it for the benefit
of the peoples of these countries and their economies.

Tawfik revealed that the Jordanian private sector views Egypt
as a very important trade partner in various economic fields
and not only as a market for importing and exporting products.
He stressed that the Jordan Chamber of Commerce seeks to
strengthen relations with all Arab countries, especially Egypt, by
importing various commodities, especially food ones.

For his part, His Excellency the Egyptian Minister of Investment
and Foreign Trade considered that Egypt and Jordan have old
and great economic relations, indicating that trade exchange
between the two countries has achieved great progress in recent
years. He stressed that the two parties are working together to
enhance this cooperation and integration in various fields to raise
it to broader and more comprehensive levels and horizons.

He added that there is no doubt about the need to strengthen
cooperation to achieve stability and strengthen the Egyptian and
Jordanian economies in various fields, stressing that supporting
the stability and strengthening of the Egyptian and Jordanian
economies is the stability and strengthening of the economies of
all Arab countries.

Minister Al-Khatib pointed out that Egypt is the gateway to the
Horn of Africa and has trade and economic relations with all
Arab and African countries, and therefore work must be done to
promote the Egyptian product in all countries of the Arab world.
