Oil prices rose in early Asian trading
on Monday, following US President
Donald Trump's decision to extend
trade negotiations with the European
Union, which helped calm fears of
possible US tariffs that negatively
affect the global economy and fuel
demand. Brent crude futures rose
37 cents, or 0.6 percent, to $65.15 a
barrel. U.S. West Texas Intermediate
crude rose 34 cents, or 0.6 percent, to
$61.87 a barrel.

President Donald Trump announced

his agreement to extend the deadline for trade negotiations with
the EU until July 9 after European Commission President Ursula
von der Leyen stressed that the bloc needed more time to reach an

agreement.

U.S. gold futures fell 0.8
percent to $3,337.40 an ounce.

Trump backed away from his threat to speed up 50 percent tariffs
on imports from the European Union and agreed to extend the

IMF ExPECTS GULF GROWTH TO ACCELERATE BY 1 PERCENT

ANNUALLY IN 2025 anD 2026

The International Monetary Fund
(IMF) expects the Arab Gulf countries
to witness an acceleration of growth of
1 percent annually this year and next,
driven by their relentless efforts to
diversify their economies and reduce
dependence on oil.

Dr. Jihad Azour, Director of the
IMF's Middle East and Central
Asia Department, predicted that
"economies in general in most
countries in the region will recover
this year. The improvement will be
stronger in oil exporters, specifically
the Gulf states."

"Gulf countries have benefited greatly from the diversification
of their economies, which has helped them maintain sustainable
growth rates of 3 percent to 5 percent over the past three to four
years," he said.

I Saubpi AraBIA'S NON-OIL EXPORTS INCREASED BY 10.7 PERCENT

Data from the General Authority for
Statistics in Saudi Arabia showed that
non-petroleum exports (including re-
exports) increased by 10.7 percent to
about 27.04 billion riyals, compared to
March 2024. National non-petroleum
exports (excluding re-exports) rose
6.7 percent to 18.6 billion riyals. The
value of re-exported goods rose to
21 percent during the same period.
Merchandise exports in March 2025
decreased by 9.8 percent to 93.78

billion riyals, compared to March 2024, as a result of the decrease

in petroleum exports by 16.1 percent to 66.74 billion riyals.

I IMF MissioN To DamMAscus

The Director of the Middle East and Central Asia Department at
the International Monetary Fund, Dr. Jihad Azour, revealed that a
mission from the Fund is heading to Syria, with the aim of closely
assessing the financial and economic conditions.

"The mission will be briefed on the reality of Syrian institutions in
order to identify their needs and the required technical support, with
the aim of developing a comprehensive cooperation framework
that identifies priorities to provide technical advice and training of
key cadres," Azour said.

He explained that the conflicts in Gaza, the West Bank, Lebanon
and Syria have led to severe economic shocks and negatively
affected the GDP of those countries. He considered that the region
faces higher risks compared to others, which led to significant
volatility in the markets after the announcement of tariffs.
