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China's industrial output value-added
rose 5.8 percent year-on-year in May.

The data also showed that industrial
output rose 6.3 percent during the first
five months of the year, compared to
the same period last year. Industrial
output is used as an indicator to

measure the activity of large industrial enterprises, which are

million yuan (approximately $2.79 million).

Oil prices rose in early Asian trading
on Monday after Israel and Iran
exchanged fresh attacks, raising
concerns that the escalating fighting
could lead to a wider regional conflict
and significantly disrupt Middle East
oil exports.

Brent crude futures rose $1.70,
or 2.3 percent, to $75.93 a barrel,
while U.S. West Texas Intermediate
crude rose $1.62, or 2.2 percent, to
$74.60. Both contracts had risen
more than $4 earlier in the session.
Both benchmarks jumped 7 percent at
settlement on Friday after rising more

than 13 percent during the session to reach their highest levels

since January.

Meanwhile, estimated government
revenues amount to approximately
$487.8 billion, with an estimated
deficit of $54.3 billion.

Dataissued by the Statistical Center for
the Cooperation Council for the Arab
States of the Gulf (GCC-Stat) shows
that government revenues are directly
affected by the movement in global
oil prices, as oil revenues constitute
the largest share of financial resources. Most GCC countries have
estimated an increase in their spending in 2025 compared to their
2024 spending estimates. This increase is a determinant of growth
in the GCC economies in general, directed towards completing
infrastructure projects and stimulating growth in certain economic
sectors to implement strategic development plans.

I ANNUAL INfIATION IN SAUDI ARABIA STABILIZES AT 2.2 PERCENT

Annual inflation in Saudi Arabia
recorded 2.2 percent in May 2025,
compared to May 2024. This stability
is attributed to a 6.8 percent rise in
housing, water, electricity, gas, and
fuel prices; a 1.6 percent rise in food
and beverages; and a 4 percent rise
in personal goods and services. The
housing, water, electricity, gas, and
fuel index rose by 6.8 percent, driven
by an 8.1 percent rise in housing rents
in May 2025, specifically villa rents, which rose by 7.1 percent.
This increase played a significant role in stabilizing inflation given
the index's weight (25.5 percent). Food and beverage prices rose
by 1.6 percent, driven by a 2.8 percent rise in meat and poultry
prices.

Spot gold rose 0.4 percent to $3,447.07 per ounce, after hitting its
highest level since April 22 earlier in the session. U.S. gold futures
also rose 0.4 percent to $3,467.20.

Among other precious metals, spot silver rose 0.2 percent to
$36.23 per ounce. Platinum rose 0.6 percent to $1,234.47, while
palladium rose 0.9 percent to $1,036.58.
