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Il U.S. Current Account DEficit SoARs To0 RECORD HiGH

The U.S. current account deficit
widened to an unprecedented level in
Q1 2025, according to data from the
Bureau of Economic Analysis (BEA),
part of the Department of Commerce.
The deficit surged by $138.2 billion,
or 44.3%, reaching $450.2 billion—
the highest ever recorded.

In Q4 2024, the deficit had stood at
$312 billion, compared to an initial
estimate of $303.9 billion. The QI
2025 deficit accounted for about 6% of
GDP, the highest since Q3 2006 when it peaked at 6.3%, compared
to 4.2% in Q4 of the previous year.

B Morocco’s CENTRAL BANK PROJECTS 4.6% GROWTH IN 2025

Bank Al-Maghrib expects average
inflation to ease to 1% in 2025, driven
by declining food prices, before
gradually rising to 1.8% in 2026. The
bank noted that the national economic
outlook remains highly uncertain amid
ongoing geopolitical tensions, global
trade policy fluctuations, and the
unstable performance of the domestic
agricultural sector.

Morocco’s economy grew by 3.8%
in 2024. According to the bank’s
forecast, growth is expected to accelerate to 4.6% in 2025, then
slightly stabilize at 4.4% in 2026.

B Fircu Affirms UAE’s CREDIT RATING WITH STABLE OUTLOOK

Fitch Ratings has affirmed the United
Arab Emirates’ long-term credit rating
at "AA-" with a "Stable" outlook. The
rating reflects the country’s strong
net external asset position, moderate
consolidated government debt, and
high per capita GDP.

However, Fitch warned that regional
geopolitical risks remain elevated.
Still, the UAE is seen as capable
of absorbing short-term shocks,
supported by its fiscal surpluses and
large foreign reserves.

Fitch projects the UAE economy will grow by 5.2% in 2025,
driven by increased oil output and robust growth in non-oil sectors.

GERMAN GOVERNMENT APPROVES 2025 BUDGET WITH RECORD

INVEStMENTS

Germany’s cabinet approved the
2025 federal budget and financial
framework for 2026, which includes
record investment plans aimed at
spurring economic growth after two
years of recession.

Investment allocations are projected at
€115.7 billion ($134 billion) in 2025,
and €123.6 billion in 2026, up from
€74.5 billion in 2024.

The budget also includes a medium-
term financial plan through 2029,
under which defense spending will

rise to 3.5% of GDP, funded by nearly €400 billion in borrowing.
Defense expenditure is set to increase from €95 billion in 2025 to

€162 billion by 2029.

On Tuesday, Brent closed at its lowest level since June 10, while
WTT hit its lowest since June 5—Ilevels not seen since before Israel
launched a surprise attack on key Iranian military and nuclear
facilities on June 13.
