According to the Ministry of
Planning, Economic Development,
and International Cooperation, _this
performance contributed to raising
the growth rate during the first nine
months of the current fiscal year to
around 4.2%, compared to about 2.4%
in the same ﬁpenod of the previous
year. This reflects sustained recovery
and growing resilience of the economy
amid global uncertainty.

The economic rebound during this period highlights the
effectiveness of Egypt’s macroeconomlc and structural reforms,
which have enhanced the economy’s ability to withstand both

regional and global challenges.

Gold regained some ground and posted
a slight increase on Monday, June 30,
2025, supported by a weaker dollar
after hitting its lowest level in over
a month.

Data from China’s National Bureau of
Statistics showed that manufacturing
activity contracted for the third
consecutive month in June, despite
Beijing’s stimulus efforts which have
stabilized parts of the industrial sector.
The official Purchasing Managers’
Index (PMI) edged up slightly to 49.7,
but remained below the 50 mark that
separates expansion from contraction.
The sub-index for production rose
to 51, and new orders increased to
50.2, indicating some improvement.

However, inventories and employment continued to decline, with
inventory at 48 and employment at 47.9.

Iraq’s Ministry of Planning announced
the approval of its third national
strategy to combat poverty, which
remains a major challenge for the
government. The new plan aims to
reduce poverty levels to below 10%
by 2029.

Iraq’s high poverty rates are largely
attributed to the country’s prolonged
instability and lack of serious policy
measures by successive governments.
UNICEF has warned of the impact of
poverty on Iraqi children, stressing
the need to create a protective and

inclusive environment—particularly as children represent the
majority of the 4.5 million Iraqgis vulnerable to poverty due to

conflict.

Iraq had previously adopted two anti-poverty strategies for 2010—

2014 and 2018-2022.

Saudi Arabia follows with a public
debt-to-GDP ratio of 29.9%, expected
to increase to 34.85% in 2025. The
UAE ranks third, with a debt ratio
of 32.1% in 2024, projected to rise

slightly to 32.8% in 2025 due to its transformation into a global

hub for trade, investment, and finance.
