B Qatar’s EcONOMY INCREASES BY 3.7 PERCENT

Qatar’s economy recorded an annual
increase of 3.7 percent in the first
quarter of 2025 compared to the
same period in 2024.

The real gross domestic product
(GDP) reached 181.5 billion riyals in
Q1 2025, up from 175 billion riyals
in Q1 2024. The non-hydrocarbon
(non-oil) economy accounted for
approximately 63.6 percent of the
real GDP—about 115 billion riyals—
compared to 62.6 percent during the
same period in 2024.

The growth in the non-oil economy

was mainly driven by increases in the following sectors:
manufacturing (5.6%), construction (4.4%), real estate activities
(7%), transportation and storage (3.5%), wholesale and retail
trade (14.6%), and accommodation and food services (13.8%).

I EurozoNE INfIATION INCREASES BY 2 PERCENT

The harmonized index of consumer
prices in the Eurozone rose by an
annual rate of 2 percent in June,
following a 1.9 percent increase in
May.

According to official data from
Eurostat, core inflation increased by
2.3 percent year-on-year in June,
matching the same pace as in May
and meeting forecasts. Monthly
inflation in the harmonized consumer
price index stood at 0.3 percent in
June, up from O percent in May.
Core consumer prices also increased

by 0.4 percent month-on-month in June, compared to no change

in May.

Il IMF: ALGERIA'S GROWTH SLOWS, URGES URGENT REFORMS

The International Monetary Fund
reported a slowdown in Algeria’s
economic activity, with growth
declining to 3.6 percent in 2024
compared to 4.1 percent in 2023.

The current account balance turned
into a deficit in 2024 due to reduced
hydrocarbon output and lower gas
prices. Despite this, international
reserves remained robust at $67.8
billion, equivalent to around 14
months of imports. Inflation dropped
significantly from an average of 9.3
percent in 2023 to 4 percent in 2024.

The fiscal deficit widened substantially to 13.9 percent of GDP
in 2024 due to a drop in hydrocarbon revenues and higher wage
and investment spending. The deficit is expected to remain

elevated in 2025.

M "SAMA’s" ASSETS INCREASE TO HIGHESt LEVEL SINCE JuLy 2022

The Saudi Central Bank (SAMA)
saw its total assets increase to over
2 trillion riyals in May 2025, up by
81.1 billion riyals from April’s figure
of 1.919 trillion riyals—marking the
highest level in nearly three years,
specifically since July 2022.
According to SAMA’s monthly
statistical bulletin, the increase came
despite a 1.5 percent year-on-year
decline in foreign bank deposits,
which stood at 436.9 billion riyals
in May 2025, compared to 433.45
billion riyals in May 2024.

Saudi Arabia’s reserve assets rose by 4 percent month-on-month
in May to reach 1.72 trillion riyals, supported by growth in
foreign currency and overseas deposits. However, they declined
2 percent year-on-year.

I Moroccan Economy ReEcorps HiGHESt GROWTH SINCE 2021

Morocco’s economy delivered its
strongest  quarterly  performance
since late 2021, driven by improved
agricultural and industrial activity.
According to official data from the
High Commission for Planning, the
economy grew by 4.8 percent from
January to March 2025, compared to
3 percent in the same period in 2024.
Agricultural and industrial sectors
recorded growth rates of 4.6 percent
and 4.5 percent, respectively.

The Commission estimated GDP
for QI at approximately 329 billion
dirhams (around $36.4 billion). Growth was largely fueled by
an 8 percent increase in domestic demand during the first three
months of 2025, compared to 4 percent during the same period
in 2024.

Oil prices remained stable on M ——
Wednesday, July 2, 2025, as
investors awaited the upcoming
OPEC+ meeting that will determine
August production levels.

Brent crude rose by one cent to
$67.12 per barrel, while U.S. West
Texas Intermediate crude slipped by
five cents to $65.40 per barrel.

Since the cessation of conflict
between Iran and Israel, Brent has
traded between $69.04 and $66.34
per barrel since June 25, with reduced concerns over Middle
East supply disruptions.

OPEC+ is expected to increase output by 411,000 barrels per
day in its upcoming meeting on July 6.

I Gurr INflaTioN DECLINES TO 1.7 PERCENT IN 2024

The average inflation rate across Gulf Cooperation Council
(GCC) countries fell to 1.7 percent in 2024, down from 2.2
percent in 2023.

According to data from the GCC Statistical Center, notable
inflation differences were observed across categories. Housing
costs saw the highest increase at 5.7 percent, followed by
restaurants and hotels as well as culture and recreation at
1.8 percent each. Education rose by 1.7 percent, food and
beverages by 1.5 percent, and miscellaneous goods and services
by 1.1 percent. Meanwhile, the healthcare category declined
by 0.2 percent, followed by clothing and footwear (-0.7%),
communications (-1.0%), tobacco (-1.1%), and furniture
(-1.6%). Transport recorded the largest decline at 2.0 percent.
