The U.S. private sector saw an
unexpected decline in jobs in June
2025, according to the National
Employment Report released by
ADP in collaboration with the
Stanford Digital Economy Lab.

Private employers cut 33,000 jobs,
while May’s data was revised down
to show a gain of only 29,000 jobs,
compared to a previous estimate of
37,000. The June figures came in far

below expectations. A Reuters poll had forecast an increase of

95,000 jobs in the private sector.

Meanwhile, announced job cuts in the U.S. fell by 49 percent in

June, totaling just 47,999 layoffs.

RusSIAN CENTRAL BANK: INfIATION SLOWING FAStER THAN

EXPECTED

Russia’s central bank governor,
Elvira Nabiullina, said that inflation
in the country is decelerating more
rapidly than anticipated, citing signs
of easing labor shortages.

The central bank expects annual
inflation in 2025 to range between 7%
and 8%, with a stronger likelihood
it will land at the lower end of that
range. Still, this remains well above
its official 4% target.

President Donald Trump announced
that the U.S. would impose tariffs
that are 20% lower than previously
promised on a range of Vietnamese

Turkish Trade Minister Omer Bolat announced that Turkey’s
exports rose by 8% in June 2025 compared to the same month
in 2024, reaching $20.5 billion.

For the first half of the year, exports grew by 4.1% to $131.4
billion. The minister expects total exports to surpass $270
billion by the end of 2025. Imports in June reached $28.7 billion,
up 15.3% year-on-year, resulting in a monthly trade deficit of
$8.2 billion. Germany, the UK, the U.S., Italy, and Iraq were
Turkey’s top five export destinations.
