Bitcoin registered an unprecedented
new level as it exceeded the $120,000
threshold for the first time, indicating
increased confidence and investment
in the world’s largest cryptocurrency.
Bitcoin has increased by 29 percent
since the beginning of the year,
sparking a broader rebound in
other cryptocurrencies despite
the customs tariffs imposed by
U.S. President Donald Trump, which
caused considerable turmoil.

UNEXPECTED 32.4 PERCENT INCREASE IN CHINA’S EXPORTS TO THE

UNITED STATES

China’s exports to the United
States recorded a sharp jump
of 32.4 percent in June compared
with the previous month, indicating a
recovery in trade relations following
high-level talks between the world’s
two largest economies.

According to China’s General
Administration of Customs, Chinese
exports to the U.S. market were
valued at $38.2 billion in June,
up from $28.2 billion in May
and $33 billion in April.

Alongside this notable increase,
China’s trade surplus with the United States stood at
about $26.57 billion in June, while the cumulative surplus for
the first half of the current year reached $141.74 billion.

M U.S. BupGET RECORDS SURPLUS IN JUNE

The U.S. Treasury Department
revealed that American customs-duty
revenues have exceeded
the $100 billion threshold for the first
time since President Donald Trump
imposed tariffs on many trading
partners last April, amid expectations
that the figure will reach $300 billion
by year-end.

The federal budget posted an
unexpected surplus of $27 billion in
June, a marked shift from a deficit
of $71 billion in the same month
of 2024. During the first nine months
of the U.S. fiscal year, the deficit increased by $64 billion to
reach $1.400 trillion, compared with a little over $1.300 trillion a
year earlier—an increase of 6 percent.

I UNEMPLOYMENT IN CANADA FALLS TO 6.9 PERCENT

Data from Statistics Canada showed
that the unemployment rate in
Canada fell to 6.9 percent in June,
driven by increased employment in
wholesale and retail trade, health
care, and social assistance.
According to the data, the economy
added 83,100 new jobs in June—the
first net increase since January—
with most of the growth in part-time
positions.

This report comes ahead of the
Bank of Canada’s forthcoming
monetary-policy decision, where the
positive unemployment and jobs figures are expected to prompt
the bank to keep the interest rate unchanged.

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TunisiA RECORDS INCREASE IN TRADE DEficIT DURING THE First

HaALF oF 2025
Data issued by Tunisia’s National
Institute of Statistics showed that
the country’s trade deficit increased
by 24 percent in the first half of 2025,
reaching $3.4 billion, reflecting the
ongoing economic pressures facing
the country.
According to the data, this increase is
mainly attributable to higher imports,
which were valued at $14.36 billion,
driven in particular by a 13 percent
increase in energy imports. By
contrast, exports remained sluggish,
further widening the trade gap.

Gold prices stabilized, supported by investor demand for
safe-haven  assets, after  U.S. President Donald Trump
threatened to impose 30 percent tariffs on imports from the
European Union and Mexico.
Spot gold was steady at $3,357.56 per ounce, after hitting its
highest-level since 23 June earlier in the session. U.S. gold
futures increased 0.19 percent to $3,370.40.
President Trump had threatened to impose 30 percent tariffs
on imports from Mexico and the EU as of 1 August, after
weeks-long negotiations with major U.S. trading partners failed
to produce a comprehensive trade deal.
