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IMF Raises Global Growth Forecast to 3%

The International Monetary Fund (IMF) raised its
global growth forecast for this year by 0.2
percentage points to 3%, with growth expected to
gradually increase to 3.1% in 2026, amid a slight
improvement in the economic outlook and a
decline in geopolitical threats, particularly in the
oil market.

According to the IMF, achieving additional growth will remain contingent
on the outcome of global trade talks. It indicated that the United States'
imposition of lower-than-expected tariffs has contributed to easing pressure
on trade. It expects inflation in the United States to remain above target
levels in the coming period, despite expectations that interest rates will
begin to decline in both the United States and the United Kingdom during
the second half of 2025.

Egypt's economic growth accelerates to 4.6 percent

A Reuters poll showed that the Egyptian economy
grew by 4 percent in the fiscal year ending in June,
a slight upward revision from the April forecast of
3.8 percent. This was supported by reforms linked
to IMF financing, strong manufacturing activity,

and a gradual recovery.

Reuters expects GDP growth to accelerate to 4.6 percent during the current
fiscal year. Egypt's GDP growth rate rose to 4.77 percent in the third quarter
of the 2024-25 fiscal year, compared to 2.2 percent in the same quarter of
the previous year. This represents the highest quarterly growth rate in three
years.

Morocco: Tourism revenues rise 9.6 percent, foreign

investment increases 59 percent

The Moroccan Exchange Office revealed that the
annual trade deficit widened 18.4 percent to 162
billion dirhams ($17.8 billion) in the first six
months of the current year. According to the office,
imports rose 8.9 percent compared to the previous
year to 398 billion dirhams, outpacing exports,
which reached 236 billion dirhams, a 3 percent
increase. Energy imports fell 7.4 percent to 53
billion dirhams, while wheat imports fell 9 percent

percent to 54 billion dirhams. Foreign direct investment reached 16.8 billion
dirhams, a 59 percent increase.

The International Monetary Fund Raises its
Forecasts for Saudi Economic Growth

The International Monetary Fund (IMF) has raised
its forecasts for Saudi economic growth in 2025
and 2026, based on an expected increase in oil
revenues and an acceleration in non-oil activity.
These changes place the Kingdom among the
world's top countries in projected growth rates for
the current year, trailing only India (6.4 percent)
and China (4.8 percent). The Kingdom's projected
growth rate this year also exceeds the average
projected growth rate for the Middle East and
North Africa region, estimated at 3.4 percent.

The IMF expects the Kingdom's economy to grow by 3.6 percent in 2025,
an increase of 0.6 percentage points over its previous GDP estimate from
April.

Gold Rises as Dollar, Bond Yields Decline

Gold prices rose in early trading on Wednesday,
supported by a decline in US Treasury yields and a
slight decline in the dollar. Investors are awaiting
the Federal Reserve's statement later in the day for
clues on future monetary policy directions.

Spot gold rose 0.1 percent to $3,329.27 per ounce. US gold futures also rose
0.1 percent to $3,326.90. Among other precious metals, spot silver fell 0.1
percent to $38.14 per ounce, platinum fell 0.6 percent to $1,386.31, and
palladium rose 0.4 percent to $1,262.99.
