The National Institute of Statistics in
Tunisia revealed that annual inflation
fell to 5.3 percent in July, compared to
5.4 percent in June.

The Central Bank of Tunisia had
lowered the main interest rate by 50
basis points to 7.5 percent in March,
after reducing it in March for the first
time in five years.

The government expects the average
inflation rate to reach 6.2 percent |
this year, down from 7 percent in
2024. Tunisia’s trade deficit widened

to $3.46 billion in the first half of 2025, up from $2.79 billion
the previous year. This contributed to an increase in the current
account deficit to 1.9 percent of GDP, up from 1.2 percent the

previous year.

Il CanADIAN TRADE DEficit WIDENS WiTH HIGHER OIL IMPORTS

Canada’s trade deficit widened to 5.9
billion Canadian dollars (USD 4.24
billion) during June, driven by imports
growing at a faster pace than exports
due to a one-time import of high-value
oil equipment.

This marks the second-highest deficit
ever, following the record high of 7.6
billion Canadian dollars recorded in
April.

According to “Statistics Canada,” total
imports rose by 1.4 percent in June to
67.6 billion Canadian dollars, after a
1.6 percent drop in May. In contrast,

Canadian exports rose by 0.9 percent to 61.74 billion Canadian

dollars, following a 2 percent increase in May.

Indonesia’s economy performed better
than expected in the second quarter
of 2025, achieving its fastest growth
pace in two years, supported by strong
investment and household spending—
offering hope for the government to
maintain growth momentum despite
global challenges.

Data from the Indonesian Bureau of
Statistics showed GDP growth of 5.12
percent year-on-year during the April—
June period, compared to 4.87 percent
in the previous quarter, surpassing the
average forecast of 4.80 percent.

Investment growth jumped to 6.99 percent, its highest rate since
Q2 2021, supported by infrastructure projects, especially the

expansion of the rapid mass transit network in Jakarta.

The latest forecasts from “Gartner”
revealed that IT spending in the
Middle East and North Africa is
expected to reach USD 169 billion
in 2026, representing a growth of
8.9 percent compared to 2025, where
spending is projected to hit USD
155.2 billion.

Spending in this sector will rise from
USD 9.5 billion in 2025 to USD
13 billion in 2026, marking a 37.3
percent increase, compared to 69.3
percent in the previous year.
“Gartner” also projected that IT services spending will grow
from USD 34.1 billion in 2025 to USD 36.9 billion in 2026, a
rise of 8.3 percent.

B Ecyrr’s FOREIGN RESERVES SURPASS $49 BILLION

Egyptian Finance Minister Ahmed Kouchouk revealed that
Egypt’s debt-to-GDP ratio dropped to around 85 percent by
the end of the fiscal year in June, compared to 90 percent the
previous year—indicating a 10 percent reduction over two
years.

He noted that tax incentives contributed to a 35 percent increase
in tax revenues, equivalent to around EGP 600 billion.

The Central Bank of Egypt reported that net foreign currency
reserves rose to over USD 49 billion at the end of July 2025,
compared to USD 48.7 billion at the end of June—an increase
of USD 336 million.

This level of reserves is the highest in several years, having
increased by about USD 1.2 billion over the past three months,
after recording USD 47.82 billion in May 2025.
