Oil prices increased by 1 percent, e
ending a five-day losing streak, —
supported by signs of stable demand in
the United States—the world’s largest
oil consumer—although uncertainty
over the broader economic effects of
U.S. tariffs limited the gains.

Brent crude futures rose 62 cents,
or 0.9 percent, reaching $67.51
per barrel, while U.S. West Texas
Intermediate (WTI) crude reached
$65.03 per barrel, an increase of 68
cents, or 1.1 percent. Both benchmark
crudes had fallen by about 1 percent to
their lowest levels in 8 weeks after statements by U.S. President
Donald Trump regarding progress in talks with Moscow.

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I CuiNA’S EXPORTS IN JULY INCREASE BY MORE THAN 7%

China’s exports in July exceeded
market expectations in growth,
while imports rose to their highest
level in a year, amid the ongoing
countdown to the end of the tariff
truce with the U.S. Customs data
showed that Chinese exports rose by
7.2 percent in July (year-on-year, in
U.S. dollars).

As for imports, they increased by
4.1 percent last month compared
to the same period last year—the
largest increase since July 2024. On
a cumulative year-on-year basis,
Chinese exports jumped by 6.1 percent compared to the same
period last year, while imports declined by 2.7 percent. China’s
trade surplus by the end of July stood at $683.5 billion, an
increase of 32 percent compared to the same period in 2024.

RatE Cuts

Gold prices rose slightly, supported
by a weakening dollar amid growing
expectations of a U.S. interest rate
cut next month. Meanwhile, traders
are awaiting U.S. President Donald
Trump’s nominations for the Federal
Reserve Board of Governors.

Spot gold rose by 0.1 percent to
$3372.97 per ounce. U.S. gold futures
rose 0.3 percent to $3442.20 per ounce.
As for other precious metals, silver
remained stable in spot trading at $37.83 per ounce, platinum
increased by 0.2 percent to $1336.74, and palladium rose by 0.7
percent to $1139.98.
