UAE CoNTINUES TO RANK FIRst GLOBALLY IN DIGITAL

TRANSFORMATION

The United Arab Emirates continues
to strengthen its position on the
global digital transformation map,
benefiting from a forward-looking
vision and ambitious policies that
have made digital innovation a key
pillar for sustainable development and
economic competitiveness.

According to the United Nations
E-Government Survey 2024, the
UAE ranked first globally in the
telecommunications infrastructure
index, achieving a perfect score of 100
percent. This reflects the extent of the
spread and high efficiency of digital networks and translates the
maturity of the country’s digital infrastructure. In 2024, the UAE
government achieved a remarkable milestone in digital services,
executing 173.7 million digital government transactions, while the
number of beneficiaries exceeded 57 million users across 1,419
digital government services, with a satisfaction rate of 91 percent.

B Ecypr: ANNUAL INflATION RATE FALLS TO 13.9 PERCENT

Data from the Central Agency for
Public Mobilization and Statistics
showed that annual urban consumer
price inflation in Egypt fell to 13.9
percent in July from 14.9 percent in
June.

Food and beverage prices in urban
areas declined by a total of 3 percent
compared to June 2025, but increased
by 3.4 percent compared to July 2024.
Monthly inflation in Egypt’s urban
areas fell by 0.5 percent, as meat and
poultry prices dropped by 4.9 percent,
fruit by 11 percent, and vegetables by
7 percent. In contrast, bread and grain prices rose by 0.4 percent
and seafood by 0.2 percent. Annual inflation has declined from a
record high of 38 percent in September 2023, supported by the
$8 billion financial aid package agreed with the International
Monetary Fund in March 2024.

GLOBAL FooD PRICES INCREASE AGAIN AFTER TWO YEARS OF

STABILITY

The Food and Agriculture Organization
of the United Nations (FAO) revealed
in its monthly report that global prices
of basic food commodities rose in
July to their highest level in more
than two years. It explained that rising
vegetable oil prices and record-high
meat prices were offset by a decline in
cereal, dairy, and sugar prices.

The FAO Food Price Index, which
tracks monthly changes in the
international prices of a basket of
basic food commodities, averaged
130.1 points in July 2025, an increase
of 1.6 percent from June. This is the highest reading of the index
since February 2023, although it remains 18.8 percent below its
peak in March 2022, which followed Russia’s full-scale invasion
of Ukraine.

O1L PrICES FALL AMID ANTICIPATION OF U.S.-Russia TALKS ON

UKRAINE

Oil prices fell in early Asian trading,
extending losses of more than 4
percent due to higher U.S. tariffs on
its trade partners, increased OPEC
production, and expectations that the
United States and Russia are close
to reaching a ceasefire agreement in
Ukraine.

Brent crude futures fell by 52 cents,
or 0.78 percent, to $66.07 per barrel,
while U.S. West Texas Intermediate
crude futures fell by 58 cents to
$63.30. Expectations of lifting
sanctions that have limited Russian

oil supplies to global markets increased after U.S. President
Donald Trump announced that he would meet Russian
President Vladimir Putin on August 15 in Alaska to negotiate

an end to the war in Ukraine.

SoutH KoREA’S ExPoRrTS DROP 4.3 PERCENT SINCE U.S. TARiffs

South Korean government data showed
that exports fell by 4.3 percent year-
on-year since the start of this month,
partly due to a slowdown in shipments
to the United States following the U.S.
tariff measures.
Exports were valued at $14.7 billion
from August 1 to 10, compared to
$15.4 billion during the same period
last year.
According to data from the Korea
Customs Service, imports fell by 13.6

percent year-on-year to $15.9 billion during the period, resulting

in a trade deficit of $1.2 billion.

B "FircH": TurkiSH BANKS’ PERFORMANCE DECLINED IN Q1

International Credit Rating agency "Fitch" revealed that Turkish
banks’ performance declined in the first quarter of 2025 due to
narrowing margins, rising non-performing loans, and increased
credit provisions.

According to Fitch’s report on the Turkish economy, which
included observations on banks’ performance in Q1, high
interest rates and slower economic growth generally led to an
increase in non-performing loans, which raised the average
non-performing loan ratio among banks.

The agency noted that the average non-performing loan ratio
among the evaluated banks rose as bad loans increased in an
environment characterized by high Turkish lira interest rates
and slow economic growth.
