B BaHrRAIN’S EcoNoMY GROWS 2.7% IN Q1 2025

Bahrain’s Ministry of Finance revealed
in its quarterly economic performance
report that the country’s economy
grew by 2.7% year-on-year in the first
quarter of 2025, based on preliminary
data issued by the Information &
eGovernment Authority.

According to the report, the growth
was driven by year-on-year increases
of 5.3% in oil-related activities and
2.2% in non-oil activities.

As for nominal GDP, it recorded a
growth rate of 3.0%, supported by
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4.6% year-on-year.

M OiL RiSESs AS WASHINGTON AND BEIJING EXTEND TARIff TRUCE

Oil prices rose on Tuesday after the
United States and China agreed to
extend their mutual tariff truce, easing
fears of weaker fuel demand in the
world’s two largest crude consumers.
Brent crude futures gained 0.3% to
\$66.89 a barrel, while U.S. West
Texas Intermediate crude futures rose
0.36% to \$64.19.

U.S. President Donald Trump signed
an executive order to extend the tariff
truce with China for an additional

90 days. The decision revived hopes of reaching an agreement
between the world’s two largest economies, potentially avoiding a

full-scale trade war.

According to the Department of
Statistics’ monthly report, the
Consumer Price Index (CPI) rose
by 1.68% in July 2025 compared
to July 2024, while it recorded a
slight monthly decrease of 0.10%
compared to June 2025.

The overall CPI for the first seven
months of 2025 stood at 112.59

points compared to 110.45 points for the same period in 2024.
On a monthly basis, the CPI for July 2025 was 112.87 points
compared to 111.00 points in July 2024, and 112.98 points in

June 2025.

Standard Chartered Bank praised
Egypt’s current economic performance
and forecasted further improvement,
citing falling inflation, higher growth
rates, and a stronger local currency
against other currencies.

In its report titled “Global Focus — H2
2025 Economic Outlook,” the bank
projected that more than 50% of major
investment commitments from Arab
countries — totaling \$12.5 billion —
would be disbursed by year-end.

It also forecasted Egypt’s GDP growth
at 4.5% in the 2026 fiscal year, along

Iraq’s Ministry of Planning projected
revenues of around 710 trillion dinars

Oil revenues during the plan period
are projected at 631 trillion dinars
(\$482 billion), compared to 79
trillion dinars (\$60 billion) from
non-oil revenues. The plan estimates
required investments to achieve the
targeted 4.24% economic growth
rate at more than 241 trillion dinars
(\$184 billion).

Government sector contributions are expected to reach around
157 trillion dinars (\$120 billion), compared to 84 trillion dinars

(\$64 billion) from the private sector.

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Il U.S. AND CHINA ExTEND TARIff TRUCE BY 90 DAYS

The United States and China have extended their tariff truce
for another 90 days, avoiding hefty tariffs worth hundreds of
billions as U.S. retailers prepare to stock up ahead of the year-
end holiday season.

U.S. President Donald Trump announced on Truth Social that
he had signed an executive order suspending higher tariff rates
until November 10, while keeping all other truce terms in effect.
China’s Ministry of Commerce issued parallel measures,
announcing it would take steps to address non-tariff barriers
facing U.S. products.
