Il UAE Economy CONTINUES TO GROW IN 2025

The Organization of the Petroleum
Exporting Countries (OPEC) revealed
in its annual report that the UAE’s
economic growth will continue in
2025, as evidenced by Abu Dhabi’s
3.4 percent year-on-year growth in the
first quarter.

The non-oil sector maintained strong
momentum, expanding by 6.1 percent
year-on-year in the first quarter. The
manufacturing sector — representing
about 17 percent of the non-oil
economy — grew by 5 percent year-
on-year, up from 0.6 percent in the last
quarter of 2024. Meanwhile, construction grew by 10.2 percent.
According to OPEC, growth in the financial and insurance sector
— accounting for about 12 percent of the non-oil economy —
accelerated to 9.1 percent, up from 6 percent in the previous
quarter.

The Arab Monetary Fund expects

Libya’s economy to record strong -

growth of around 14.3 percent in
2025, topping Arab economies
in growth pace before slowing
relatively to 5.9 percent in 2026. This
is driven by the hydrocarbons sector,
which accounts for more than 95
percent of the state’s fiscal revenues.
According to the Fund, weak stability
and limited institutional capacity
remain challenges to accelerating
structural  reforms.  Meanwhile,
Libya experienced relative stability
in inflation rates, which stood at around 2.4 percent in 2023
and dropped to 2.1 percent in 2024, thanks to the stability of the
dinar’s exchange rate against the dollar.

The Fund expects the Arab region’s economic growth rate to
reach 3.8 percentin 2025, compared to 2.2 percent in 2024, rising
to 4.3 percent in 2026, supported by improved macroeconomic
indicators and the impact of economic reforms.

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I RisiNG ENErRGY BiLL WIDENS TunisiA’s TRADE DEficit

Tunisia’s trade deficit widened in the first seven months of this
year to $4.1 billion, compared to $3.3 billion in the same period
last year.

According to data from the National Institute of Statistics,
exports reached $12.7 billion from the start of the year until the
end of July, while imports stood at $16.8 billion. This pushed
the import-to-export coverage ratio down to 75.6 percent from
79.4 percent in 2024.

The Institute said the trade deficit was mainly due to the energy
sector deficit of $2 billion, raw and semi-finished materials
amounting to $1.3 billion, capital goods at $655 million, and
consumer goods at $320.6 million.
