China recorded the highest level of
capital outflows in July since data
collection began in 2010. This was
driven by a significant increase in
Chinese investors’ purchases of Hong
Kong-listed stocks, along with the
expansion of the Southbound Bond
Connect program launched in the
same month, which provided broader
opportunities for investment in foreign
bonds.

According to data from the State
Administration of Foreign Exchange,
local banks transferred a net $58.3

billion abroad on behalf of their clients for investment in equities
during July, marking an unprecedented record level. In contrast,
foreign funds continued to reduce their holdings of Chinese bonds
due to their declining appeal compared to high-risk assets and

other global alternatives.

I OiL DECLINES AS CONCERNS OVER RUSSIAN SuPPLIES EASE

Oil prices fell on Monday, August 18,
2025, after the United States refrained
from exerting further pressure on
Russia to end the war in Ukraine by
imposing additional measures to
disrupt its oil exports, following a
meeting between the American and
Russian presidents.

Brent crude futures declined 26 cents,
or 0.39 percent, to $65.59 per barrel,
while West Texas Intermediate crude
dropped 18 cents, or 0.29 percent, to
$62.62 per barrel.

U.S. President Donald Trump met

with his Russian counterpart Vladimir Putin in Alaska, where
he appeared more inclined toward Moscow on pursuing a peace
agreement rather than settling for a ceasefire first.

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I Itary’s PusLic DEBT REACHES RECORD HiGH

Italy’s public debt increased by €18
billion in June compared to May,
reaching a record high of €3.07 trillion.
The Bank of Italy attributed this
increase to government financing
requirements of €16.4 billion, in
addition to an increase in Treasury
balances by about €0.8 billion,
bringing the total to €47 billion.

The Bank of Italy noted that other =

factors also contributed to this rise,
including issuance and redemption
price differentials, the revaluation
of inflation-linked securities, and

exchange rate fluctuations, which together added about €0.8

billion to the public debt.

B PusLic DEBT IN OMAN AROUND $36 BILLION

By the end of Q2 2025, Oman’s public
debt stood at about 14.1 billion Omani
rials ($36.62 billion), compared to
about 14.4 billion rials ($37.40 billion)
at the end of the same period in 2024.

By the end of Q2 2025, Oman’s
Ministry of Finance had paid more
than 749 million rials ($1.95 billion)
in dues to the private sector received
through the financial system with
completed documentation, as part of
its commitment to settle private sector
dues within an average of five working
days.

Public revenues declined by about 6 percent, recording around
5.839 billion rials ($15.17 billion), compared to 6.197 billion rials
($16.10 billion) in the same period in 2024, mainly due to lower

oil revenues.

S&P ImPROVES LEBANON’S LOCAL RATING, KEEPS FOREIGN

RATING AT “SELECTIVE DEFAULT”

Global rating agency S&P raised
Lebanon’s long-term local currency
credit rating to “CCC” from “CC,”
with a “stable” outlook. However, it
affirmed Lebanon’s foreign currency
rating at “Selective Default.”

This upgrade reflects the
government’s improved ability to
service its domestic commercial
debts, supported by fiscal surpluses
over the past two years and progress
in reforms needed to reach a new
program with the International

Monetary Fund. The term “Selective Default” describes a
situation where an entity (a state, company, or institution)
defaults on one type of financial obligation while continuing to

meet others.

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I GoLb REBOUNDS AHEAD OF UKRAINE PEACE TALKS

Gold prices rose on Monday after hitting a two-week low,
supported by a decline in U.S. Treasury yields, while investors
awaited the upcoming meeting between U.S. President Donald
Trump, Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelensky, and
European leaders to discuss a peace agreement with Russia.
Spot gold rose 0.6 percent to $3,355.84 per ounce, after hitting
its lowest level since August 1. U.S. gold futures for December
delivery also increased 0.6 percent to $3,402.70 per ounce.

As for other precious metals, silver rose 0.3 percent in spot
trading to $38.08 per ounce, platinum gained 0.8 percent to
$1,346.61, while palladium increased 1.3 percent to $1,126.85.
