Kuwait’s final financial statement for
fiscal year 2024/2025 showed a 10
percent increase in state revenues from
taxes and fees, reaching 606.48 million
dinars compared to 550.91 million in
the previous fiscal year, in addition to
1.975 billion dinars in revenues from
goods and services.

Total revenues reached 22.057 billion
dinars, compared to expenditures of
23.112 billion dinars, resulting in an
actual deficit of 1.055 billion dinars,
which was covered by the General
Reserve Fund.

Oil revenues fell by 10.08 percent, equivalent to 2.17 billion
dinars, bringing them down to 19.357 billion dinars compared to
21.527 billion in the previous fiscal year.

O1L PrICES INCREASE AMID UKRAINIAN ATTACKS ON RUSSIAN

Oil prices rose slightly after Ukraine
intensified its attacks on Russia, raising
concerns about potential disruptions
in Russian oil supplies. Meanwhile,
expectations of a U.S. interest rate cut
improved the global growth outlook
and boosted fuel demand prospects.
Brent crude futures rose 6 cents, or
0.09 percent, to $67.79. U.S. West
Texas Intermediate (WTI) crude
futures increased by 9 cents, or 0.14
percent, to $63.75.
Ukraine launched drone attacks on
Russia, causing a sharp reduction in the capacity of a reactor at one
of Russia’s largest nuclear power plants and triggering a massive
fire at the Ust-Luga fuel export terminal.

M GoLp Drops FROM PEAK AMID DOLLAR STRENGTH

Gold prices recorded a slight decline
amid a gradual rise in the U.S. dollar.
Increasing expectations of a U.S.
interest rate cut supported the precious
metal and halted its sharp fall after
Federal Reserve Chairman Jerome
Powell hinted at lowering interest
rates.

Spot gold fell by 0.2 percent to
$3,364.25 per ounce. U.S. gold futures
for December delivery dropped by 0.3
percent to $3,409.80.

The dollar index rose 0.2 percent against rival currencies after
hitting its lowest level in four weeks, making gold less attractive
to foreign buyers.

I Saubpi ARABIA’S NON-OIL EXPORTS INCREASE BY 22.1 PERCENT

Saudi Arabia’s General Authority for
Statistics revealed that non-oil exports
(including re-exports) increased by
22.1 percent in June 2025 compared
to June 2024. Meanwhile, national
non-oil exports (excluding re-exports)
increased by 8.4 percent year-on-year,
while the value of re-exported goods
rose by 60.2 percent.

Total merchandise exports in June
2025 rose by 3.7 percent compared
to June 2024, despite a 2.5 percent
decline in oil exports.

The share of oil exports in total exports decreased from 74.7 percent
in June 2024 to 70.2 percent in June 2025. Imports increased by
1.7 percent year-on-year in June, while the trade balance surplus
increased by 10.6 percent.

TunisIAN “CENTRAL BANK” ExPECTS 3.2% EcoNnomic GROWTH

The Central Bank of Tunisia expects the economy to grow by
3.2 percent in 2025, driven by strong performance in the tourism
and agriculture sectors, along with an anticipated improvement in
phosphate production.

The Bank’s estimates showed an expected growth in industrial
activity of 3.3 percent, following the government’s announcement
months earlier of new investments in the phosphate sector worth
164 million euros.

Tunisia aims to increase its annual production of phosphate to 8.5
million tons per year, and to 14 million tons by 2030, as part of a
plan to regain its position as one of the world’s leading exporters
of this vital material after years of repeated unrest in the mining
basin and production disruptions.
