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CHINA’S EXPORTS TO THE UNITED STATES DECREASE BY 11.8

China’s exports to the United States
fell by 11.8 percent on a monthly basis
in August, amid ongoing tensions
between Beijing and Washington
despite the declared truce within the
framework of the trade war.
According to China’s  General
Administration of Customs, China
exported goods worth USD 31.6
billion to the United States, down from
USD 35.8 billion in July. The value of
total shipments had reached USD 38.2
billion in June.

Chinese customs data showed that

Spot gold rose by 0.97 percent to USD
3,612.97 per ounce, while U.S. gold
futures for December delivery slipped
0.03 percent to USD 3,652.3.

The main driver of this increase was
U.S. labor market data and current
expectations that the Federal Reserve
could cut interest rates by 50 basis

points in September, marking a significant shift compared with the

period before the jobs data release.

Il Non-O1L SEcTOR DRIVES SAUDI GDP 10 3.9 PERCENT GROWTH

Estimates by the General Authority for
Statistics showed that Saudi Arabia’s
real gross domestic product (GDP)
grew by 3.9 percent in the second
quarter of 2025, compared with the
same quarter of last year.

Non-oil activities grew by 4.6
percent, while oil activities recorded
a 3.8 percent increase. Government
activities saw slight growth of 0.6
percent.

On a quarterly basis (compared with
Q1 2025), seasonally adjusted real
GDP grew by 1.7 percent. The oil
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percent. Non-oil activities grew by 0.8 percent, while government

activities decreased by 0.8 percent.

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Il UAE GDP GROWS BY 3.9 PERCENT

The real gross domestic product (GDP)
of the United Arab Emirates grew by
3.9 percent in the first quarter of 2025.
The UAE’s real GDP amounted to
AED 455 billion (USD 123.8 billion)
in Q1 2025, compared with the same
period in 2024.

The non-oil GDP recorded growth
of 5.3 percent, reaching AED 352
billion (USD 95 billion). Oil activities
contributed 22.7 percent in Q1 2025.

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Egypt’s Central Bank recorded its
highest-ever net international reserves,
reaching USD 49.251 billion at the end
of August 2025. This figure represents
an increase of about USD 214.7
million from the end of July 2025,
when reserves stood at USD 49.036
billion, marking a monthly rise of
around 0.44 percent. This level places

reserves at a new peak after a series of g

positive inflows during 2025.
Remittances from Egyptians working
abroad reached record levels in the

fiscal year 2024-2025, amounting to about USD 36.5 billion.
Tourism revenues and foreign direct investment inflows also saw
significant improvement, according to Central Bank statistics.

B GrosaL Foop Prices REacH Two-YEAR PEAK

Global food prices in August held
near their highest levels in more
than two years, as increases in meat,
sugar, and vegetable oil prices offset
declines in cereals and dairy products,
according to the Food and Agriculture
Organization (FAO).

The FAO Food Price Index, which
tracks changes in international prices
of a basket of commonly traded food
commodities, reached 130.1 points last
month, compared with a revised 130
points in July. This was the highest

level since February 2023, though still 18.8 percent below its
March 2022 peak following the outbreak of the Russia-Ukraine

war.
