Domestic liquidity in the Saudi
economy recorded notable annual
growth by the end of July 2025, valued
at 239.973 billion riyals, with a growth
rate of 8.4 percent, reaching more than
3.109 trillion riyals, compared to about
2.8609 trillion riyals in the same period
of 2024.

According to the monthly statistical
bulletin issued by the Saudi Central
Bank (SAMA), the broad definition
of money supply (M3) increased on a
quarterly basis by 64.144 billion riyals,
or 2.1 percent, to reach 3.120 trillion
riyals by the end of the second quarter of this year, compared to
3.055 trillion riyals at the end of the first quarter of the same year.
“Demand deposits” ranked first with a contribution rate of 46.5
percent, amounting to 1.447 trillion riyals, followed by “time and
savings deposits” at 1.123 trillion riyals, with a contribution rate
of 36.1 percent.

O1L MAINTAINS GAINS DESPITE ATTACKS ON RUSSIAN ENERGY

Oil prices stabilized on Monday
as investors assessed the impact of
Ukrainian drone attacks on Russian
refineries, which could disrupt its
crude oil and fuel exports, amid
anticipation of growing U.S. demand
for fuel.

Brent crude futures added three
cents to $67.02 a barrel. West Texas
Intermediate (WTI) crude futures
rose 8 cents to $62.77 a barrel. The
contracts had earlier gained more
than 1 percent as Ukraine escalated its
attacks on Russian oil infrastructure,
including the largest oil export terminal in Primorsk port and
the Kirishinefteorgsintez refinery, one of Russia’s two largest
refineries.

ARAB COUNTRIES ACCOUNT FOR 53.5 PERCENT OF OPEC+

ProDUCTION

The share of Arab countries in total oil
production within the OPEC+ alliance
of OPEC members and non-members
increased to 53.55 percent in August,
compared to about 52.97 percent in
July 2025, bringing the total Arab
group production to 22.706 million
barrels per day, up from 22.188
million barrels per day in July.

Total Arab OPEC production reached
about 21.71 million barrels per day
in August, representing around 77.68
percent of OPEC’s total output. The
Arab OPEC members include Saudi Arabia, Iraq, the UAE,
Kuwait, Libya, and Algeria, while the OPEC+ alliance also
includes Oman, Bahrain, and Sudan.

DEePoOSIT GROWTH SLOWS IN EGYPT AMID INTERESt RATES AND

POUND STABILITY

The growth of total deposits in
11 banks listed on the local stock
exchange slowed in the first half of
this year, marking its lowest rate since
the flotation of the pound in 2024.
According to the data, total deposits
in the banks surveyed by “Bloomberg
Asharq” rose by only 6.2 percent
during the period between January and
June to nearly 3 trillion pounds ($75
billion), compared to a growth rate of
24.4 percent a year earlier, alongside
rising lending.

The survey included Commercial
International Bank, Qatar National Bank, Housing and
Development Bank, Egyptian Gulf Bank, Abu Dhabi Islamic
Bank, Suez Canal Bank, Crédit Agricole, Export Development
Bank of Egypt, United Bank, Faisal Islamic Bank, and Al Baraka
Bank.

"FitcH" GRANTS TUNISIA POSITIVE OUTLOOK IN RECOGNITION

oF Its Economic REForM EfforTs

"Fitch" Ratings has granted Tunisia
a positive outlook in its latest report,
marking a new and clear international
recognition of the government’s
serious efforts to reform an economy
suffering from chronic structural
pressures.

The agency upgraded Tunisia’s long-
term foreign and local currency credit
ratings from “CCC+” to “B+” with a
stable outlook.

Fitch projected the general budget
deficit to rise to 2.2 percent of GDP
this year and 2.8 percent in 2027, up
from 1.5 percent recorded at the end of last year. Meanwhile,
foreign direct investment inflows are expected to recover for the
full year, after growing 54 percent year-on-year in the first half of
2025, with continued payments projected for the period between
2025 and 2027.

China’s industrial production and retail
sales growth further slowed in August,
according to official data, contrary
to expectations and highlighting the
challenges still facing the world’s
second-largest economy.
Industrial output rose 5.2 percent year-
on-year in August, according to the
National Bureau of Statistics, marking
the slowest pace since the same month
last year.
The Bureau also reported retail sales
rising 3.4 percent year-on-year last
month, the slowest pace since November and below Bloomberg’s
forecast of 3.8 percent.

UAE HoTtELS RECEIVE MORE THAN 16 MILLION GUEStS IN 6

MONTHS

UAE Minister of Economy and Tourism Abdullah bin Touq Al
Marri revealed that hotel establishments hosted more than 16.1
million guests during the first six months of this year, a 5.5 percent
increase compared to the same period in 2024.

While chairing the third meeting of the “Hospitality Advisory
Council” for 2025, attended by representatives from both public
and private sectors including directors and heads of major national
and international hotel establishments operating in the country,
he confirmed that “the hospitality sector recorded outstanding
performance during the past period.”

Hotel occupancy nights rose to 56 million, an increase of 7.3
percent, while the average stay length reached 3.5 nights. The
UAE currently has 1,243 hotel establishments with more than
216,000 rooms.
