The Secretary-General of the Union of Arab Chambers, Dr.
Khaled Hanafy, confirmed during the discussion session “New
Opportunities in the Arab World”, held as part of the Arab-Irish
Business Summit 2025 in the capital Dublin on September 18, and
in the presence of the Minister of State for European Affairs Niamh
Smith, the Minister of State for Trade, Employment and Business
Neale Richmond, along with Arab ambassadors accredited to
Ireland, Irish ambassadors to Arab countries, senior officials and
decision-makers, as well as a select group of businessmen and
investors from both sides, that “the Arab region is witnessing
strong economic recovery and remarkable diversification, driven
by serious economic reforms and an improved investment climate.”
Hanafy explained that the Arab world is home to more than 450
million people, over 60% of whom are under the age of thirty,
forming a young, digital, and affluent consumer base that stimulates
growth across a wide range of sectors, from construction and
engineering to fintech, education, and agri-tech.
He pointed out that Ireland’s political stance, especially its
support for Arab causes and its rejection of the genocide in
Gaza, strengthens trust and creates a favorable environment for
expanding trade and investment cooperation. He said: “As Arabs,
we value Ireland’s political stance, and we see that it positively
reflects on the business climate and creates a solid foundation for
long-term strategic partnerships between both sides.”
The Secretary-General of the Union also highlighted that Arab
investments in infrastructure and innovation, alongside Ireland’s
expertise in sectors such as agri-tech, pharmaceuticals, and
medical devices, open promising horizons for fruitful cooperation.
He added: “The success of partnerships in Arab markets requires
long-term strategies, and today we are witnessing the building of
a new economic future based on balanced partnerships with our
partners in Ireland.”
On the sidelines of the visit, the Secretary-General participated in
the Board of Directors meeting of the Arab-Irish Chamber, where
the reality of Arab-Irish relations and ways to develop them in the
future across various promising sectors were discussed.

M Stakeholder Forum on Biodiversity Financing to Enhance
Climate Resilience

The Union of Arab Chambers participated in the Arab
Multi-Stakeholder Forum on Biodiversity Financing
to Enhance Climate Resilience, held on September
17-18, 2025 at the ESCWA headquarters in Beirut.
The event was organized by the United Nations
Economic and Social Commission for Western Asia
(ESCWA), in cooperation with a number of regional
and international partners, within the framework
of the Multi—StakeEolder Platform for Biodiversity
Protection in the Arab Region, launched in 2023 in
%annership with the Government of Sweden.

he forum addressed biodiversity priorities in the
Arab region in light of climate challenges. It reviewed
innovative financing tools and strategies that can be
applied at both national and regional levels.
Joint implementable projects were also presented,
contributing to ecosystem protection, the promotion
of renewable energy, and the halting of land
degradation. The forum focused on strengthening
cooperation between governments, the private
sector, civil society, and regional and international
organizations within the framework of the Multi-
Stakeholder Platform.

The forum revolved around three key areas:

1. Preserving natural ecosystems in the face of
climate change impacts.

2. Halting land degradation and protecting
agricultural systems in dry and fragile areas.

3. Linking biodiversity protection with renewable
energy development as part of the sustainable
development path.

* Arab governments: Egypt, Iraq, Jordan, Morocco,
Lebanon, Syria, Palestine, Yemen, the UAE, Tunisia,
and Oman.
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* Regional and international organizations: ESCWA,
the Arab Center for the Studies of Arid Zones and Dry
Lands (ACSAD), the Regional Center for Renewable
Energy and Energy Efficiency (RCREEE), research
centers, and universities.

organizations concerned with environmental and
sustainable development issues.

Outcomes:
* Affirming the priority of protecting ecosystems and
combating land degradation as an essential part of
the response to climate change.
* Reviewing innovative financing tools and practical
strategies for biodiversity financing, benefiting from
regional and international experiences.
* Presenting joint projects that can be implemented at
national and regional levels, while exploring ways to
scale them up and mobilize the necessary resources.

Highli]%hting the importance of multi-stakeholder
partnerships to ensure the success of biodiversity
protection initiatives and the strengthening of
climate resilience.
The participation of the Union of Arab Chambers in
this forum constituted a qualitative addition to efforts
highlighting the role of the Arab private sector in
reen financing and environmental protection.
he forum provided an opportunity to enhance the
Union’s presence in regional discussions and to
build new bridges of cooperation with regional and
international organizations.
The forum recommended following up on the
outcomes and exploring %artnership opportunities
in the proposed projects, thereby strengthening the
Union’s position as an active partner in the path
of sustainability and climate resilience in the Arab
region.
