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I Morocco’s ANNUAL INflaTION RATE SLOoWS TO 0.3 PERCENT

Morocco’s annual inflation rate
slowed to 0.3 percent in August from
0.5 percent in July, due to a 0.2 percent
increase in food prices and a 0.3
percent increase in non-food product
prices.

The core inflation index, which
excludes volatile and government-
regulated prices, remained unchanged
in August 2025 compared to July, but
registered a 0.7 percent increase on an
annual basis.

On a monthly basis, inflation rose by
0.5 percent in August compared to the previous month, mainly
driven by higher food product prices. This increase was due to
a notable 1.1 percent rise in food prices, while non-food product
prices rose only slightly by 0.1 percent.

B Govrp Near ALL-Tive HicH Amip FED OUTLOOK

Gold prices traded near an all-time
high during Monday’s session on
September 22, amid anticipation of
economic data and remarks from U.S.
Federal Reserve officials.

Gold futures for December delivery
rose by about 0.6 percent to $3,727.2
per ounce, while spot gold increased
by 0.3 percent to $3,692.79 per ounce.
Markets are currently focused on
the release of the U.S. Personal
Consumption Expenditures Index,
the Fed’s preferred gauge of inflation.
The Federal Reserve had previously
cut interest rates by 25 basis points, while warning of persistent
inflationary pressures, raising doubts about the pace of future
monetary easing.

B Qarari EcoNomMy GROWS 1.9 PERCENT

Qatar’s economy recorded a 1.9
percent growth in real GDP during the
second quarter of this year, reaching
181.8 billion riyals ($94.9 billion) at
constant prices, compared to 178.5
billion riyals in the same period of
2024.

According to the National Planning
Council, non-hydrocarbon activities
(those not dependent on oil and gas)
represented 65.6 percent of real GDP.
Their added value reached 119.3
billion riyals in Q2 2025, compared
to 115.4 billion riyals in Q2 2024,
reflecting an annual increase of 3.4 percent.

Agriculture, forestry, and fishing were the fastest-growing
non-hydrocarbon activities, up 15.8 percent, followed by
accommodation and food services (13.4 percent), arts,
entertainment, and recreation (8.9 percent), wholesale and retail
trade (8.8 percent), and construction (8.7 percent).

B “UNCTAD”: MARITIME TRANSPORT FACING HIGHER Costs

A report by the United Nations
Conference on Trade and
Development (UNCTAD) warned that
global maritime transport will face
growing uncertainty, volatility, and
rising costs, at a time when seaborne
trade growth is slowing.

The report forecasted maritime trade
growth to slow in 2025, with shipment
volumes increasing by just 0.5 percent,
due to geopolitical tensions, shifting
trade policies, climate factors, and
regulatory changes that are reshaping
shipping routes and raising costs.

It highlighted that events such as vessel rerouting through the Red
Sea in 2024 and geopolitical tensions in mid-2025 threatening
cargo shipments through the Strait of Hormuz contributed to
higher shipping costs.

M OmMaN’Ss ECONOMY ACHIEVES AVERAGE GROWTH OF 3.4 PERCENT

Oman’s Ministry of Economy revealed
that the country’s average real GDP
growth during the period 2021-2024
reached 3.4 percent at constant prices,
close to the 10th Five-Year Plan target
of 3.5 percent.

According to the ministry, average
real growth in non-oil activities stood
at 4.1 percent, surpassing the plan’s
target of 3.5 percent. Meanwhile, oil-
related activities grew by only 2.3
percent, below the 3.5 percent target,
due to reduced crude oil production in
coordination with OPEC+.

Public debt declined to 14.1 billion Omani rials (around $36.6

billion), representing 34.1 percent of GDP by the end of the first

half of 2025.

B O Prices EDGE HIGHER ON GEOPOLITICAL TENSIONS

Oil prices rose on Monday, supported
by geopolitical tensions in Europe and
the Middle East. However, concerns
about increased oil supply and the
impact of tariffs on global fuel demand
capped gains.

Brent crude futures increased by 28
cents, or 0.42 percent, to $66.96 a
barrel. U.S. West Texas Intermediate
crude rose 20 cents, or (.32 percent, to
$62.88 a barrel.

Reports over the weekend about
Russian threats near the Polish border weighed on traders’

continued concerns about European energy security from the

northeast.

SouTH KOREAN PRESIDENT WARNS OF FINANCIAL CRISIS SIMILAR

South Korean President Lee Jae-myung warned that South Korea’s
economy could face a crisis comparable to the 1997 collapse if the
government accepts current U.S. demands, amid stalled trade talks
between the two sides.

Seoul and Washington had verbally agreed in July on a trade deal
under which the U.S. would reduce tariffs imposed by former
President Donald Trump on South Korean goods, in exchange for
$350 billion worth of investments from South Korea, among other
measures.

The South Korean president noted that “the agreement has not been
signed due to disagreements on how to manage the investments,”
stressing that “without a currency swap, if we withdraw $350
billion in the way the U.S. demands and invest all of it in cash in
the United States, South Korea will face a situation similar to the
1997 financial crisis.”
