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I EcyYpTiANS’ REMITTANCES ABROAD INCREASE BY 50 PERCENT

Remittances from Egyptians working
abroad rose by 49.7 percent during
the first seven months of this year,
reaching about $23.2 billion, compared
to around $15.5 billion during the
same period last year.

On a monthly level, remittances in
July 2025 increased by 26.3 percent,
recording approximately $3.8 billion
— the highest monthly level ever —
compared to around $3 billion in July
2024.

According to data from the Central Bank of Egypt, remittances
from Egyptians abroad grew by 66.2 percent during the fiscal
year 2024-2025, reaching $36.5 billion compared to about $21.9
billion in the fiscal year 2023-2024.

M Russia Expects 1.3% EcoNomic GROWTH IN 2026

Russian  Prime Minister Mikhail
Mishustin  projected that Russia’s
economy will grow by 1.3 percent
in 2026. He explained that “the draft
budget has been prepared based on
the baseline forecasts for social and
economic development. The project
anticipates GDP growth of 1.3 percent
next year. Over the three-year period,
output is expected to increase by
nearly 7 percent, reaching about 276
trillion rubles in nominal terms.”

Mishustin added that “Russia’s GDP
recorded growth of 1.1 percent from

January to July 2025, which is far higher than the growth rate in
a number of countries insisting on tightening sanctions against

Russia.”

IMF: Kuwaiti EcoNoMY RECOVERING AMID STRONG NON-OIL

GROWTH

The International Monetary Fund
(IMF) noted that Kuwait’s economy
is in a recovery phase, driven by
increased oil production and strong
growth in the non-oil sector.
According to the IMF, Kuwait’s
economy contracted by 2.6 percent
in 2024 due to oil production cuts
in compliance with the “OPEC+”
agreement, despite the non-oil sector
growing by 1.8 percent. Real GDP,
however, expanded by 1.0 percent
year-on-year in the first quarter of
2025.

The IMF expects Kuwait’s real GDP to grow by 2.6 percent in
2025, supported by a 2.4 percent increase in oil production and 2.7

percent growth in the non-oil sector.

Oil prices fell on Thursday, September
25, as investors moved to take profits
after prices had surged to their highest
levels in seven weeks following an
unexpected drop in U.S. inventories.
Prices were supported earlier after
U.S. crude oil inventories declined
unexpectedly by 607,000 barrels
in the week ending September 19,
according to the Energy Information
Administration on Wednesday.

In trading, Brent crude futures dropped about 0.4 percent to $69.03
per barrel, while U.S. crude futures fell 0.5 percent to $64.69 per
barrel.

I Saubpi AraBIA’s NON-O1L EXPORTS INCREASE 30.4 PERCENT

Data from Saudi Arabia’s General
Authority for Statistics showed that the
Kingdom’s non-oil exports, including
re-exports, grew by 30.4 percent in
July to about 33.716 billion riyals
year-on-year.

National non-oil exports, excluding
re-exports, increased by 0.6 percent
to reach 19.02 billion riyals in July
compared to the same month in 2024.
Meanwhile, the value of re-exported
goods surged by 111.3 percent year-
on-year to about 14.69 billion riyals.
Total merchandise exports rose by 7.8 percent year-on-year in July
to 102.38 billion riyals, despite a 0.7 percent decline in oil exports
to 68.66 billion riyals.
