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SAMIR NASS EXPLORES WAYS TO ENHANCE TRADE EXCHANGE

BETWEEN BAHRAIN AND SOUTH AFRICA

The Chairman of the Bahrain Chamber of Commerce and
Industry, Samir Abdullah Nass, discussed with the Ambassador of
the Republic of South Africa to the Kingdom of Bahrain, residing
in Riyadh, Mjobo David Magabe, ways to strengthen bilateral
relations between the two countries, as well as trade cooperation
and economic partnerships.

Samir Nass praised the distinguished relations between Bahrain
and South Africa, pointing to the promising opportunities to boost
trade exchange, particularly in the fields of food security and
pharmaceuticals. He explained that the trade exchange volume
between the two countries reached 95.3 million US dollars up to
2024. He emphasized the Bahraini private sector’s keenness to
expand trade to broader horizons, stressing that opening direct
routes between the two countries would significantly stimulate
trade, tourism, and partnerships.

For his part, Ambassador Mjobo David Magabe expressed
optimism about enhancing trade cooperation and economic
partnerships, stressing the importance of available opportunities
in key sectors, and pointing to Bahrain’s strategic location at the
heart of the Gulf Cooperation Council as a gateway to regional and
international markets.

Spot gold jumped 1.1 percent to
$3,801.88 per ounce, while US
gold futures for December delivery
increased 0.6 percent to $3,831.90. As
for other precious metals, silver rose
2.4 percent in spot trading to $47.08
per ounce, platinum gained 3.4 percent
to $1,622.04, and palladium advanced 2.2 percent to $1,297.67 per
ounce.

FOREIGN DIRECT INVESTMENT IN SAUDI ARABIA JUMPS 14.5

Results of foreign direct investment in
Saudi Arabia for the second quarter of
2025 showed that net inflows reached
22.8 billion riyals, an increase of 14.5
percent compared to about 19.9 billion
riyals in the same quarter last year.
However, this marked a 3.5 percent
decrease compared to the previous
quarter of the same year.

According to data from the Saudi
General Authority for Statistics, the
value of net inflows amounted to
about 23.7 billion riyals. Meanwhile,
incoming FDI flows stood at about
24.9 billion riyals in Q2 2025, representing a decline of 11.5
percent compared to Q2 2024, when they reached about 28.2
billion riyals.

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I CanapiaN Economy GROWS AFTER MONTHS OF CONTRACTION

Canada’s monthly GDP recovered in
July after three consecutive months of
contraction, recording growth of 0.2
percent, supported by strength in the
mining, manufacturing, and wholesale
trade sectors.

The Canadian economy had shrunk
by 1.6 percent year-on-year in the
second quarter, prompting economists
to closely monitor July’s data to assess
whether the contraction would extend
into the third quarter. The Canadian
economy has experienced a marked slowdown in recent months -
after a strong start to the year, as US tariffs hurt vital sectors and
led to reduced corporate investment, raising concerns about the
slowdown spreading to other sectors.

I UAE LeapS ARAB REGION IN RENEWABLE ENERGY INVESTMENT

The Arab Investment and Export Credit Guarantee Corporation
“Dhaman” revealed that the renewable energy sector in the Arab
region attracted 360 foreign projects with an investment cost
exceeding $351 billion, creating more than 83,000 jobs between
January 2003 and December 2024.

According to the corporation’s 2025 report, five Arab countries—
namely the UAE, Egypt, Morocco, Mauritania, and Jordan—
attracted 248 foreign projects, accounting for 69 percent of the
total. The investment value of these projects reached about $291
billion, representing 83 percent of the total, while providing about
68,000 jobs, or 82 percent of the total.

The UAE topped the list as the leading investor country in the
region’s renewable energy sector over 22 years, in terms of the
number of projects, investment cost, and jobs created. It attracted
57 projects (16 percent of the total), with an investment value
exceeding $88.5 billion (25 percent of the total), while generating
more than 16,000 jobs.

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Morocco regained investment-grade
status from S&P Global Ratings after
losing it four years ago, marking a
major boost as the government carries
out large-scale infrastructure projects
in preparation for hosting major
regional, African, and global events.
The agency raised the sovereign credit
rating to BBB/A-3 from BB+/BB,
thereby restoring it to investment-
grade with a stable outlook. This is
the second consecutive revision of
Morocco’s rating after the March 2024
review, which had upgraded the economic outlook from stable
to positive. Morocco had lost its investment-grade status in 2021
when the COVID-19 pandemic and drought adversely affected the
economy, as was the case with other countries in the Arab region
and worldwide.
