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GoLD REcORDS NEW PEAK AND HEADS FOR BEST PERFORMANCE

IN 14 YEARS

Gold rose to a new record high on
Tuesday and is poised to register its
best monthly performance in 14 years,
as fears of a potential U.S. government
shutdown and growing expectations
of further interest rate cuts boosted
demand for the metal as a safe haven.
Spot gold increased by about 0.81
percent to reach $3,864.42 per ounce.
The precious metal has gained 11.4
percent so far in September, heading
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for its best month since August 2011.
U.S. gold futures for December
delivery also climbed 1.02 percent to
$3,894.40.

I UNEMPLOYMENT RATE AMONG SAUDIS RECORDS 6.8 PERCENT

Saudi Arabia’s General Authority
for Statistics revealed that the overall
unemployment rate (for Saudis and
non-Saudis) reached 3.2 percent in Q2
2025, rising by 0.4 percentage points
compared to Q1 of the same year, and
declining by 0.1 percentage points
compared to Q2 2024.

The overall labor force participation
rate (for Saudis and non-Saudis) was
67.1 percent, down 1.1 percentage
points from Q1 2025, while up 0.9
percentage points compared to Q2
2024.

The unemployment rate among Saudis stood at 6.8 percent in Q2
2025, up 0.5 percentage points compared to Q1 of the same year,
and down 0.3 points compared to Q2 2024.

Oil prices fell on Tuesday after
expectations of increased OPEC+
output and the resumption of oil
exports from Iraq’s Kurdistan region "
through Turkey fueled concerns of an =
imminent supply surplus.
Brent crude futures for November
delivery, expiring Tuesday, dropped
47 cents, or 0.69 percent, to $67.50 a
barrel.
The more active December contracts
slipped 43 cents, or 0.64 percent, to
$66.66. U.S. West Texas Intermediate
traded at $63.05 a barrel, down 40 cents, or 0.63 percent.
These declines extend Monday’s drop, when both Brent and WTI
fell by more than 3 percent at settlement, marking their largest
daily losses since August 1, 2025.

VALUE OF THE WORLD’S LARGEST GOLD RESERVE RISES TO ONE

TRILLION DOLLARS

The U.S. Treasury’s gold reserves have
surpassed one trillion dollars—more
than 90 times the amount reported in
the government’s balance sheet—after
the precious metal hit record highs.
The world’s largest gold stockpile
crossed this threshold after prices
exceeded $3,824.50 per ounce on
Monday, up 45 percent this year.
However, its official valuation, based
on the $42.22 per ounce price set by
Congress in 1973, remains slightly
above $11 billion.

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Moody’s  Investors Service has
affirmed India’s long-term sovereign
credit ratings in both local and foreign
currencies, keeping its outlook
“stable.”

The agency stated that long-term bond
issuer ratings in both currencies, along
with the rating for unsecured local-
currency bonds, remain at Baa3, while
short-term local-currency debt stays at
P-3.

Moody’s noted that the stable outlook
reflects India’s strengths, including
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reliable domestic financing of the budget deficit.

IMPROVEMENT IN CHINA’S MANUFACTURING ACTIVITY DESPITE
CONTINUED CONTRACTION IN OFFICIAL INDEX

China’s official manufacturing index
showed a  weaker-than-expected
contraction in September, as Beijing
stepped up efforts to curb overcapacity
amid weak domestic demand and
global trade disruptions.

The official Manufacturing Purchasing
Managers’ Index (PMI) registered
49.8 points, according to data from the
National Bureau of Statistics. While
still in contraction territory, it was the
strongest reading since March.

The official PMI has remained below

the 50-point threshold that separates
since April, with manufacturers struggling from weak domestic
demand and mounting pressure from high U.S. tariffs that have
hurt Chinese exports to the world’s largest consumer market.

EGYPTIAN REMITTANCES BOOST INTERNATIONAL RESERVES TO 49.3

Egypt’s Cabinet Media Center announced that remittances from
Egyptians abroad have reached record levels, strengthening
international reserves thanks to the Central Bank of Egypt’s
prudent monetary policies.
Remittances amounted to about $36.5 billion, boosting net
international reserves to $49.3 billion in August 2025—double
their level a decade earlier.
Reserves had stood at $36.5 billion in 20242025, compared to
$17.1 billion in 2015-2016. They reached $21.9 billion in 2023—
2024, $22.1 billion in 2022-2023, $31.9 billion in 2021-2022, and
$31.4 billion in 2020-2021.

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M U.S. HEADS TOWARD 15TH GOVERNMENT SHUTDOWN IN 44 YEARS

U.S. Vice President J.D. Vance
revealed that the government is on
track for a shutdown after President
Donald Trump ended a meeting
with Democrats at the White House
without significant progress, signaling
what would be the 15th shutdown in
44 years, disrupting a wide range of
services.

Both Republicans and Democrats
sought to shift blame for Congress’s
potential failure to extend government
funding beyond the Tuesday midnight deadline. If Congress does
not act, thousands of federal employees may be furloughed, a wide
range of services disrupted, federal courts may close, and small
business grants could be delayed.
