I Ecypr ArTRACTS OVER $4 BILLION IN ARAB INVESTMENTS

Egypt received net foreign direct
investment  inflows from  Arab
countries totaling $4.17 billion during
the first nine months of the last fiscal
year.

Data from the Central Bank of
Egypt showed that Arab investments
accounted for 42% of total foreign
direct investments coming into Egypt
during the first nine months of the last
fiscal year, which ended in March,
amounting to about $9.8 billion.

Arab direct investments in Egypt grew
significantly in the third quarter of the

fiscal year, reaching $1.55 billion compared to $1.14 billion in the

second quarter.

INCREASE
Oil prices rose again on Tuesday following an “OPEC+”
production increase that was smaller than expected, easing fears
of oversupply.
Brent crude futures rose 23 cents or 0.35% to $65.70 per barrel,
while U.S. West Texas Intermediate (WTI) crude rose 21 cents
or 0.34% to $61.90 per barrel. Both benchmarks had increased
by over 1% at the previous session’s close after OPEC+, which
includes OPEC, Russia, and some smaller producers, decided to

raise oil output by 137,000 barrels per day starting November.
