I ANNUAL INFLATION IN EGYPT SLOWS TO 11.7 PERCENT

The Central Agency for Public
Mobilization and Statistics revealed
that the annual inflation rate of
consumer prices in Egyptian cities fell
to 11.7 percent in September 2025,
down from 12 percent in August. The
annual inflation rate for the entire
republic recorded 10.3 percent in
September, compared to 11.2 percent
in August.

The food and beverage section
registered an annual increase of
(0.3%) due to the rise in the prices of
the following groups: grains and bread

(4.7%), fish and seafood (6.9%), dairy, cheese and eggs (1.8%),
oils and fats (5.2%), fruits (45.2%),
(2.0%), other food products (6.8%), coffee, tea and cocoa (4.8%),
and mineral water, soft drinks and natural juices (13.9%).

Gold broke the 4000 dollars per ounce
level on Wednesday, marking an all-
time high, driven by investors’ rush
toward safe havens amid escalating
economic and geopolitical uncertainty,
along with expectations that the U.S.
Federal Reserve may proceed with
further interest rate cuts.

Spot gold increased by 1.29 percent to
4,035.07 dollars per ounce. U.S. gold
futures for December delivery also
rose 0.5 percent to 4025 dollars per
ounce. Gold in spot trading has surged

52 percent since the beginning of the year after rising 27 percent

in 2024.

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WTO ForecASTS SHARP DECLINE IN GLOBAL TRADE GROWTH

DUE 1O TARIFFS

The World Trade Organization sharply
lowered its forecast for the growth
of global merchandise trade in 2026
to 0.5 percent, due to the expected
delayed effects of the tariffs imposed
by U.S. President Donald Trump. This
revision marks a major drop from
its previous August estimate of 1.8
percent.

For 2025, the organization raised its
forecast for global trade growth to 2.4
percent, up from 0.9 percent, mainly
driven by increased U.S. imports

ahead of tariff hikes, in addition to growth in trade of goods related

to artificial intelligence.

Trump’s tariff-related decisions since taking office in January have
shocked financial markets and triggered a wave of uncertainty in

the global economy.

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M O Prices INCREASE AS OVERSUPPLY CONCERNS EASE

Oil prices rose during Wednesday’s
trading as concerns over market
oversupply eased, following the
absorption of the OPEC+ alliance’s
decision to increase production in
November at a limited pace.

Brent crude futures rose 0.7 percent,
or 46 cents, to 6591 dollars per
barrel. Both benchmark crudes were
largely stable in Tuesday’s session as
investors evaluated the market balance
between indicators of abundant supply
on one hand and the smaller-than-
expected OPEC+ production increase
on the other.

The alliance, which includes the Organization of the Petroleum
Exporting Countries (OPEC) and its partners, decided to raise
output by only 137 thousand barrels per day — the smallest
increase among the options discussed earlier in the week.

The World Bank projected that the
economy of the United Arab Emirates
will record strong growth of 4.8
percent in 2025, an increase of 0.9
percentage points compared to 2024,
with expectations of maintaining a
stable growth pace over the medium
term, supported by diversified activity
across various economic sectors. The

bank also forecast real GDP growth

of 5 percent in 2026 and 5.1 percent

in 2027.

According to the World Bank, growth &

in the UAE will be broad-based, with

notable contributions from the financial services, construction,
transportation, and real estate sectors, in addition to a significant
recovery in fossil fuel exports. This performance reflects the
dynamism of the Emirati economy, which combines the strength
of non-oil sectors with its continued central role in global energy
markets, reinforcing the country’s position as one of the fastest-
growing economies in the Gulf region.

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B IMF ProJECTS 4 PERCENT GROWTH FOR QATAR’S ECONOMY

The International Monetary Fund
highlighted that Qatar’s economy
maintained its momentum in 2024
despite  global energy  market
fluctuations and rising geopolitical
uncertainty. The Fund stated that
proactive  policies and targeted
reforms under the “Third National
Development  Strategy” positioned
Qatar among the region’s most
balanced and sustainable economies.
The IMF expects overall economic
growth in Qatar to remain at 4 percent
annually over the medium term,
supported by major expansion in liquefied natural gas projects.
Qatar’s gross domestic product grew by 2.4 percent in 2024, while
the non-hydrocarbon sector recorded a remarkable growth rate of
3.4 percent.

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ALGERIA’S 2026 FINANCE BILL... FISCAL TIGHTENING AND DRIVE

TowarD EcoONOMIC DIVERSIFICATION

Algeria’s 2026 draft finance bill warned of the prevailing
uncertainty in both international and regional contexts, resulting
from persistent geopolitical tensions, volatile financial markets,
and escalating trade disputes — all factors continuing to weigh on
global trade and hinder economic growth prospects.

According to the draft budget, these circumstances compel the
Algerian government to strengthen its ability to achieve its strategic
objectives by continuing efforts to diversify the economy, promote
productive investment, revive major structural projects, develop
non-hydrocarbon exports, rationalize imports, and enhance
national production to reduce dependence on energy revenues.
The draft law estimated the 2026 wage bill at 5926 billion dinars
(44.45 billion dollars), representing 33.6 percent of the budget —
an increase of 14 percent over the previous year. It also allocated
2812 billion dinars (21.09 billion dollars) for social transfers,
including 420 billion dinars for unemployment benefits benefiting
more than 2.18 million recipients, and 424 billion dinars to fund
pension funds, in addition to subsidies for essential goods such as
grains, milk, energy, oils, sugar, and coffee.
