CONFERENCE OF THE “WOMEN IN DATA SCIENCE” PROGRAM

The Union of Arab Chambers
participated in the ninth conference of
the “Women in Data Science (WiDS)”
program, organized by the Suliman
S. Olayan School of Business at the
American University of Beirut under
the title: “Sustainable Reconstruction
in Times of Crisis.” oo
This conference is considered one of @&
the largest regional events affiliated
with the global WiDS initiative. It
aims to enhance women's participation
in the fields of data science and
artificial intelligence, and highlight
the contributions of female pioneers in
this sector from the Arab region and
the world.

During the conference, discussions
focused on the role of data science and
artificial intelligence in supporting
sustainable post-crisis reconstruction.
Practical applications were also
presented in the fields of digital
governance, infrastructure, healthcare,
and social sustainability. Participants
emphasized the importance of
strengthening cooperation between
the academic and private sectors
to empower women in technology and scientific research, and
the necessity of exchanging expertise on the use of modern
technologies to achieve comprehensive and sustainable economic
development.

The conference included a ministerial panel titled: “Digital
Transformation in Lebanon: Artificial Intelligence in Governance
and Public Services.” The session addressed the potential of
employing artificial intelligence to strengthen digital governance,
enhance public services, and support data-driven decision-
making in Lebanese administration. Sessions also discussed data
applications in climate protection, infrastructure sustainability,
and the role of artificial intelligence in disaster response, with
the participation of experts from the World Bank, UNDP, and
international universities. Discussions focused on how to employ
data science to strengthen health systems, improve crisis prediction
capabilities, and develop decision-support tools in the medical
field.

The conference also discussed the importance of building fair and
inclusive artificial intelligence systems, and integrating social
considerations in designing technological solutions. A parallel
session titled “Women, Work, and a Sustainable Future” focused
on empowering women in digital work environments and ways to
achieve professional equality in the knowledge-based economy.
Outcomes and Key Results:

* Affirming that data science has become a pivotal component of
sustainable economic and social development.

e Calling for enhanced integration between academic institutions
and the private sector to develop youth and women's skills in the
fields of artificial intelligence.

* Highlighting the importance of Al governance and establishing
ethical and regulatory frameworks to ensure its responsible use.

e Calling for the development of public policies to encourage
investment in digital technologies that support sustainable
reconstruction in Lebanon and the region.

* Emphasizing the central role of women in leading digital
innovation and technological entrepreneurship.

Saup1 ECONOMY GROWS 5 PERCENT IN THE THIRD (QUARTER OF

2025

The Saudi General Authority for
Statistics revealed that Saudi Arabia's
real GDP grew by 5 percent during
the third quarter of 2025 compared
to the third quarter of 2024, marking
the highest growth rate in ten quarters
according to the Authority’s data.

Oil activities recorded growth of
8.2 percent, while non-oil activities
increased by 4.5 percent. Government
activities grew by 1.8 percent year-on-
year. Non-oil activities represented the
main contributor to real GDP growth,
accounting for 2.6 percentage points, followed by oil activities
at 2.0 percentage points, in addition to a contribution of 0.2
percentage points each from government activities and net taxes
on products.

I TruMP ANNOUNCES AGREEMENT WITH CHINA

US President Donald Trump announced an agreement with China
to reduce tariffs in exchange for Beijing resuming the purchase
of American soybeans, ensuring continued exports of rare-earth
minerals, and imposing strict restrictions on illegal trade in
fentanyl. He added that tariffs imposed on Chinese imports are
scheduled to be reduced from 57 percent to 47 percent.

The announcement came after Trump's direct meeting with
Chinese President Xi Jinping in Busan, South Korea, in their first
talks since 2019. The meeting was the final stop in Trump's quick
Asian tour, during which he praised what he described as trade
progress with South Korea, Japan, and Southeast Asian countries.

GCC CHAMBERS Discuss GUARANTEE PROJECT AND INVESTMENT

FAcILITATION

The Board of Directors of the
Federation of GCC Chambers held
its 67th meeting in Kuwait, during
which it discussed the Gulf guarantee
project and several issues aimed at
strengthening joint action among
GCC countries to achieve economic
integration, as well as ways to enhance
intra-Gulf trade and facilitate mutual
investments.

The Gulf guarantee project is a
document aimed at facilitating the
movement of goods across Gulf ports
by allowing entry from the first entry
point in any GCC state and movement across one or several
member states, with customs procedures completed at the final
destination according to the approved Gulf transit mechanism,
without the need to submit documents, pay taxes or fees, or
take additional customs procedures. The meeting also discussed
several economic issues that contribute to achieving integration
among GCC countries and supporting cooperation in trade and
investment, amid the structural transformations witnessed by Gulf
economies in diversifying income sources, strengthening food and
energy security, and developing national talent to keep pace with
the global wave driven by artificial intelligence and the knowledge
economy.

B Syria ArtrACTS USD 28 BILLION IN INVESTMENTS

Syrian President Ahmad Al-Shar’ indicated that Syria attracted
investments estimated at nearly USD 28 billion during the past
ten months. He explained that “the current investment law in Syria
is one of the best laws in the world,” adding that “investment
opportunities in Syria are very rich, and the world and economists
realize this.”

Al-Shar’ stated, during his speech at the “Future Investment
Initiative” Forum held in Riyadh, that “the economy is linked
to regional security in the region, and we realize the pivotal
importance of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, and we were quick to
visit it due to its importance.” He noted that “Syria is the gateway
to the East and the Silk Road in the region, and the world has
experienced the failure of Syria for 14 years.” He stressed that
“security and stability are linked to economic development, and
this is what Saudi Arabia represents as a leading case in the region.”
