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The total gold reserves held by the
Central Bank of Egypt increased by
about 40 percent during the first nine
months of the current year. Their
value reached 757.40 billion pounds at
the end of September 2025, compared
to 540.37 billion pounds at the end of
December 2024, an increase of 217.02
billion pounds.

The bank's balance sheet showed that
gold reserves at the Central Bank rose
by about 73.83 billion pounds during
September alone.

Global gold prices have witnessed
successive record levels since the beginning of the current year,
driven by several global economic factors, most notably the
depreciation of the US dollar and central banks' tendency to cut
interest rates.

GoLD FALLS AS THE DOLLAR RiISES AND RATE-CUT EXPECTATIONS

DECLINE

Gold prices fell on Monday, affected
by the rise of the dollar, as investors
reduced their expectations that the US
Federal Reserve would cut interest
rates following the hawkish statements
made last week by Chairman Jerome
Powell. The precious metal was also
negatively affected as trade tensions
eased between the United States and
China.

Spot gold declined 0.8 percent to
3968.76 dollars per ounce. Meanwhile,
US gold futures for December delivery fell 0.5 percent to 3978.30
dollars per ounce.

REMITTANCES OF EXPATRIATES IN SAUDI ARABIA INCREASE 19.6

PERCENT

Personal financial transfers by
foreigners residing in Saudi Arabia
(expatriates) rose by about 19.6
percent during the first nine months
of 2025 to about 125.2 billion riyals
(33.39 billion dollars), compared to
transfers of about 104.7 billion riyals
(27.9 billion dollars) during the same
period in 2024.

According to the monthly bulletin of
the Saudi Central Bank (SAMA), the
value of expatriate remittances reached
about 41.55 billion riyals (11.08
billion dollars) in the third quarter of
2025, compared to about 37.01 billion riyals (9.87 billion dollars)
in the third quarter of 2024, an increase of 12.3 percent.
Remittances remained above the level of 40 billion riyals for the
third consecutive quarter this year, after recording their highest
quarterly level in history during the first quarter of 2025 at about
42.02 billion riyals, followed by about 41.64 billion riyals in the
second quarter of 2025.

B Tue UAE ACCOUNTS FOR A QUARTER OF ARAB GOLD IMPORTS

Data from the World Gold Council
showed that consumer demand for
gold in the UAE during the third
quarter of the current year reached
9.7 tons, a decline of 9 percent year-
on-year, compared to 10.6 tons in the
third quarter of 2024.

Consumer demand for gold in the
UAE reached 32.5 tons, a decline of
9.7 percent, compared to 36 tons in the
same period of 2024.

According to the report "Gold
Demand Trends in Q3 2025", the UAE
accounted for 25.6 percent of consumer gold demand in the Arab
region, out of a total of 37.8 tons of demand for Saudi Arabia, the
UAE, Kuwait, and Egypt.

B Gurr Economies GROW 3.1 PERCENT

The economies of the Gulf Cooperation Council countries recorded
positive growth during the first quarter of 2025.

The report issued by the Gulf Statistics Center showed that
nominal GDP for the countries grew by 5.7 percent compared
to the first quarter of 2024. Meanwhile, real GDP reached 466.2
billion dollars with annual growth of 3.0 percent.

According to the report, all GCC economies recorded positive
growth rates in the first quarter of 2025 compared to the same
period last year. The oil sector continues to contribute the largest
share to GDP at 22.9 percent, followed by manufacturing at
12.7 percent, and wholesale and retail trade at 9.6 percent. Other
activities accounted for 26.7 percent of total GDP.

I DerosiTs IN KUWAITI BANKS INCREASE 6.34 PERCENT

Data from the Central Bank of Kuwait
revealed that deposits at local banks
rose by 6.34 percent during the first
nine months of 2025, an increase
of 3.413 billion dinars, rising from
53.82 billion in December 2024 to
57.23 billion in September. They
also increased year-on-year by
6.27 percent, or about 3.38 billion,
after standing at 53.823 billion, but
decreased 0.9 percent, or about 533
million, during September.
Private-sector deposits at banks
increased 6.95 percent to reach 44.52 billion over nine months,
although they declined 0.3 percent, or about 140.9 million, on a
monthly basis. Public-sector institution deposits jumped 15.6
percent, or about 1.11 billion, rising from 7.11 billion to 8.223
billion, but declined 3.9 percent, or about 334 million, on a
monthly basis.

Government deposits fell 11.7 percent, or about 597.1 million,
dropping to 4.486 billion in September from 5.08 billion in
December. They also declined 14.2 percent year-on-year, or about
746 million.

I CHiNA'S MANUFACTURING GROWTH SLOWS LAST MONTH

An economic report showed that the pace of growth in China's
manufacturing sector slowed last month compared to the previous
month.

According to the credit rating and consulting firm "Rating Dog",
the Purchasing Managers' Index for the manufacturing sector in
China fell to 50.6 points in October compared to 51.2 points in
September.

A reading above 50 points indicates expansion in the sector's
economic activity, while a reading below 50 points indicates
contraction.

The decline in the headline index is partly due to a slight increase
in the sub-index of manufacturing output, while the growth
momentum of new orders slowed.
