ON THE MOBILITY OF ARAB COMPETENCIES AND TALENTS

The Union of Arab Chambers
participated in the Arab Symposium
organized by the Arab Labor
Organization in Cairo during the
period of November 10-11, 2025,
under the title “Mobility of Arab
Competencies and Talents... Arab
Development Opportunities.” The
event witnessed broad participation
from representatives of governments,
employers’ organizations, and labor B
unions.

The Director-General of the Arab
Labor Organization, Fayez Ali Al-
Mutairi, stressed the importance of
shifting from the concept of “brain
drain” to “mobility of competencies”
as an added value that supports
comprehensive development through
systematic and circular governance
that ensures the transfer of knowledge
and technology and the training of
national cadres.

Working Sessions

1. First Session:

Presented by His Excellency Mr.
Jamal Aghmani — an expert in labor policies — on “The Role
of International and Arab Standards in the Governance of the
Mobility and Migration of Competencies.”

The session addressed the importance of establishing joint
regulatory frameworks to govern the movement of competencies
in a way that protects rights and enhances developmental returns,
with an emphasis on aligning Arab standards with relevant
international conventions.

2. Second Session:

Presented by Dr. Khaled Al-Sayed Hassan — an expert in population
and migration studies — under the title: “New Trends and Patterns
of Migration Flows and the Mobility of Arab Competencies and
Talents.”

The session reviewed the transformations of regional and global
labor markets and the economic and social factors driving Arab
competencies to migrate, in addition to practical proposals
to benefit from Arab talent abroad through temporary return
programs and knowledge transfer initiatives.

The sessions were marked by rich interactive discussions that
emphasized the need for unified Arab policies to manage the
mobility of competencies in a manner that serves the collective
interest of Arab countries.

The participation of the Union of Arab Chambers was of particular
importance in presenting the private sector’s perspective on
mechanisms to leverage Arab talent not only in job creation but
also in enhancing productivity, transferring technology, and
supporting innovation and entrepreneurship.

The symposium’s recommendations are expected to contribute to
building sustainable partnerships between the public and private
sectors and to developing integrated Arab policies that transform
the mobility of competencies into a key driver of economic growth
and regional integration.

I U.S. SENATE APPROVES BILL TO END GOVERNMENT SHUTDOWN

The U.S. Senate approved a settlement
that would end the longest government
shutdown in the history of the United

stalemate that disrupted food aid for
millions of citizens, left hundreds
of thousands of federal employees
without pay, and caused major
disruptions in air travel.

Although the agreement paves the
way for a vote on appropriations in
December, it does not guarantee their
continuation.

The agreement would restore funding to federal agencies that
lawmakers had allowed to lapse on October 1. It would also
halt President Donald Trump’s campaign to reduce the federal
workforce and prevent any layoffs until January 30.

B Camro Hosrts THE EGYPT-GULF TRADE AND INVESTMENT FORUM

Under the title “A Roadmap Toward
Strengthening Egypt-Gulf Economic
Cooperation,” Cairo hosted the
activities of the Egypt-Gulf Trade
and Investment Forum, organized
by the Egyptian Ministry of Foreign
Affairs and the General Secretariat of
the Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC),
in cooperation with the Ministry of
Investment and Foreign Trade, the
Federation of Egyptian Chambers of
Commerce, the Federation of GCC
Chambers, and the General Authority
for Investment and Free Zones.

The forum was attended by Egypt’s
Prime Minister Dr. Mostafa Madbouly,
several Egyptian ministers, the
Secretary-General of the GCC Jassim
Al-Budaiwi, Saudi Arabia’s Minister
of Commerce Dr. Majid Abdullah
Al-Qasabi, Kuwait’s Minister of
Commerce and Industry Khalifa
Abdullah Al-Ajeel, the Chairman of
the Federation of GCC Chambers
Sheikh Faisal Abdullah Al-Rawas,
and the Chairman of the Federation of
Egyptian Chambers of Commerce Ahmed El-Wakil.

Also participating were several ambassadors, senior economic
and trade officials from GCC countries, and a group of business
leaders from both Egyptian and Gulf sides.

The Chairman of the Federation of Egyptian, African, and
Mediterranean Chambers of Commerce, Ahmed EI-Wakil,
emphasized during the forum the importance of integration between
Egypt and GCC countries in light of global trade wars and the need
to capitalize on comparative advantages to manufacture jointly
and export to African, European Union, EFTA, MERCOSUR,
and American markets, as well as other free trade areas available
to Egypt that collectively exceed 3 billion consumers without
customs duties and with a 40% local component.

He also stressed the importance of utilizing the “TIR” agreement
linking Egypt with GCC countries to transform the region into
a global logistics hub through the integration of Egyptian-Gulf
pivotal ports and trans-African trade routes such as Alexandria—
Cape Town, Port Said-Dakar, and Safaga—N’Djamena, which
would open access to the landlocked countries in Central Africa
and connect them with fast Ro-Ro lines to the European Union.

BEIING RECEIVES 184 MILLION TOURISTS IN THE FIRST HALF OF

2025

Beijing received 184 million tourists during the first half of this
year, an increase of 7.1 percent year-on-year. Tourism revenues
reached 338.17 billion yuan, up by 8.8 percent compared to the
same period last year.

According to the Beijing Cultural and Tourism Development
Report 2025 issued by Beijing Foreign Studies University, by
the end of July 2025, food and beverage services had been fully
expanded across the city’s cultural and tourist venues, with 304
new restaurants established. The city has also developed several
model cultural and tourism consumption complexes.

Beijing organized more than 29,000 commercial performances
that attracted over 6.97 million attendees during the first half of
this year, with ticket revenues exceeding 2.3 billion yuan.
