B Jaran’s EcoNomy CONTRACTS BY 1.8 PERCENT

Japan’s economy contracted at an
annual rate of 1.8 percent in the third
quarter of the current year, as tariffs
imposed by U.S. President Donald
Trump led to a decline in the country’s
exports.

Japan’s gross domestic product (GDP),
or the total value of goods and services
in the country, fell by 0.4 percent on a
quarterly basis. Exports decreased by
4.5 percent in the three months ending
in September. Imports declined by 0.1
percent in the third quarter. Private
consumption rose by 0.1 percent.

The annualized figure reflects what the economy would achieve if
the same pace continued for an entire year. The decline, however,
was smaller than the 0.6 percent drop that markets had expected.

B Recorp INCREASE IN EGYPTIANS’ DOLLAR DEPOSITS

Foreign-currency deposits held by non-government entities in
Egyptian banks increased by more than USD 5.4 billion during
the first nine months of the current year, reaching about USD
63.57 billion at the end of last September, compared to USD 58.16
billion in December 2024.

Data issued by the Central Bank of Egypt showed that banks
received nearly half a billion dollars in foreign savings during
August alone, raising foreign-currency deposit balances from
USD 63.077 billion in August to USD 63.57 billion in September.
The volume of foreign-currency deposits rose by about USD 1.9
billion, reaching USD 15.64 billion at the end of last September,
compared to USD 13.78 billion at the end of last year.

B TunisiaN EcoNomy GRows 2.4 PERCENT IN Q3 2025

The National Institute of Statistics
revealed that the Tunisian economy
grew by 2.4 percent year-on-year in
the third quarter of 2025, driven by
growth in agricultural activity. In the
same quarter of last year, the economy
grew by 2.1 percent, while the
agricultural sector recorded an 11.5
percent increase in the first month of
this year.

Foreign investments flowing into
Tunisia rose by 28.1 percent during
the first nine months of the current year, compared to the same
period last year. Tunisia’s economy had recorded 2.1 percent
growth in the same quarter of 2024.

B Omant Economy RECORDS STRONGER-THAN-EXPECTED GROWTH

Oman’s Ministry of Economy revealed that the inflation rate in the
Sultanate will remain stable at a moderate level — significantly
lower than the actual economic growth achieved during the Tenth
Five-Year Development Plan (2021-2025).

According to the ministry, average inflation in the consumer price
index during the period 2021-2024 reached about 1.4 percent,
while real GDP growth increased to around 3.4 percent —
exceeding inflation and approaching the plan’s target average of
3.5 percent.

Forecasts indicate that the local economy will record real growth
of about 2.9 percent in 2025, with an expected acceleration to
around 3.7 percent in 2026.

According to foreign-trade data, Qatari
exports reached 222.2 billion riyals
during the first eight months of 2025,
while imports during the same period
reached 98.4 billion riyals, reflecting
continued domestic economic activity.
Qatar’s exports primarily targeted
Asian markets, with China topping
trade partners, followed by India,
South Korea, Singapore, and Japan. On the import side, China also
ranked first, followed by the United States, Japan, Italy, and India
in fifth place.

TurkEY ATTRACTS USD 11 BILLION IN DIRECT INVESTMENTS IN 9

MONTHS

Turkey attracted USD 11.4 billion in international direct
investments during the first nine months of the current year.
According to the Investment and Financing Office of the Turkish
Presidency, foreign direct investment increased by 45.5 percent
in the first nine months of 2025 compared to the same period last
year. The Netherlands ranked first among countries investing in
Turkey, followed by Kazakhstan, Luxembourg, Germany, and the
United States.

The wholesale and retail trade sector attracted the largest share of
international direct investment during this period, with 34 percent.
The manufacturing sector ranked second with 30 percent, followed
by the information and communications sector with 14 percent.
