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INTERNATIONAL MONETARY FUND: G20 GROWTH WILL BE THE

WEAKEST SINCE THE 2009 CRIsIS

The International Monetary Fund
expects G20 countries to achieve
growth of only 29% in 2030,
representing the Fund’s weakest
medium-term outlook since the global
financial crisis in 2009.

The Fund identified a series of
challenges facing the global economy,
including pressures on public finances
and aging populations in advanced
economies. The report showed that
advanced G20 economies (the United
States, the United Kingdom, Australia,
Canada, France, Germany, Italy,

Japan, and South Korea) will see economic growth of just 1.4% in
2030. Meanwhile, emerging market economies (Argentina, Brazil,
China, India, Indonesia, Mexico, Russia, Saudi Arabia, South

Africa, and Turkey) will record stronger growth reaching 3.9%.

According to the Fund, the group’s output will grow by 3.2% in
2025, down from 3.3% last year, and is expected to reach 3% in

2026.

As for other precious metals, spot
silver rose 0.2% to $51.44 per ounce.
Platinum gained 0.9% to $1,559.54,
and palladium climbed 1.1% to
$1,395.37.

The visit of Saudi Crown Prince Mohammed bin Salman to the
United States witnessed the signing of a number of agreements
and memoranda of understanding between the two sides worth
nearly $270 billion. These included a strategic defense agreement,
a strategic partnership for artificial intelligence, and a joint
declaration marking the completion of negotiations on cooperation
in the field of civilian nuclear energy.

The agreements also included signing the strategic framework for
cooperation in securing supplies of uranium, minerals, permanent
magnets, and critical minerals; the strategic framework for
facilitating procedures to accelerate Saudi investments; financial
and economic partnership arrangements; arrangements related to
cooperation in the financial markets sector; mutual recognition of
U.S. federal vehicle safety standards; in addition to a memorandum
of understanding in the field of education and training.
