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B UAE is the First in the Arab World in the Business Environment Index

The UAE ranked first in the Arab world and the
Middle East and 15 globally in the latest classification
of the future of the business environment issued by
The Economist magazine for the period between
2023 and 2027. The UAE advanced 9 ranks from the
previous classification for the period between 2018
and 2022, with its improved performance in foreign
direct investment policies, foreign trade, market
opportunities and political efficiency.

According to the "Economist Intelligence" research
unit, the UAE scored 7.931 points on the general
index of classification, outperforming countries such
as the United Kingdom, France, Austria, Belgium
and Taiwan.

The UAE ranks first in the world in terms of business
opportunities in the market, second globally in the tax
system, and eighth in the labor market.

Saudi Arabia rose from 46th place to 41st place in
the global rankings, and ranked among the top ten
in terms of market opportunities, while Qatar ranked
21st globally, up from 35th place between 2018 and
2022.

Singapore topped the world rankings with 8.517
points, followed by Canada in second place with
8,395 points, and the United States in third place
globally with 8.304 points.

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B Inflation in Sudan Contmues to Declme and Records 117 percent

The Sudanese Central Bureau of Statistics revealed
that the annual consumer price index fell to 117.4
percent at the end of last August, from about 125.4
percent in July.

This decline is the latest since the summer of last
year, and is much lower than the government's
expectations, which prepared this year's budget, in
which it expects the inflation rate to reach nearly 202
percent by the end of 2022.

Inflation has been in three figures for more than two
years, due to the collapse of the pound's exchange
rate against the dollar, the scarcity of goods supplies
and the lack of foreign exchange in the central bank.
But consumer prices recorded in August remain
much better than those recorded in July 2021, when
inflation reached 422.8 percent.

The inflation rate has taken a downward trend since
the second half of last year, after it peaked in July of
2020, a year that witnessed a wave of global closures
due to the health crisis.

Last May, annual inflation growth slowed to 192
percent, down from 220.7 percent in the previous
month. Nevertheless, inflation rates are still at the
highest levels in the world, due to complex problems
linked to the decline in the price of the pound to an
average of 570 pounds from 375 pounds when the
currency floated last March.

The International Monetary Fund ranks Sudan in the
first place among the Arab countries with the highest
consumer prices, followed by Yemen and Libya.

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B Inflation in Saudi Arabia is 3 at percent

Data from the General Authority for Statistics in
Saudi Arabia revealed that the inflation rate for
August 2022 increased to 3% on an annual basis.

In a report, the authority attributed the increase
in food and beverage prices to being the biggest
influence on the increase in inflation for the month
of August 2022 compared to August 2021, where the
food and beverage division recorded an increase of
4.0 percent; Affected by an increase in food prices
by 4.3 percent, and meat and poultry prices by +6.7
percent, the Transportation Department recorded an
increase of 4.0 percent; Affected by the increase in
car prices by 4.7 percent.

The housing, water, electricity, gas and other
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fuels section recorded an increase of 2.5 percent,
affected by an increase in housing rental prices by
2.7 percent. The miscellaneous personal goods and
services section recorded an increase of 2.1 percent;
affected by the rise in wedding halls rental prices by
21.7 percent, while the restaurants and hotels section
recorded an increase of 7.3 percent; affected by the
increase in the prices of meal services by 7.3 percent,
while the education department recorded an increase
of 5.7 percent; affected by the increase in the prices
of intermediate and secondary education by 10.1
percent.
